Storm is 998 hPa and maximum wind speed near the center is 
40-45 miles per hour.

 It is likely to continute to move northwestwards and may 
further intensify into a Severe Cyclonic Storm over Northwest 
Bay of Bengal around 24-10-2024 and cross North Odisha and 
West Bengal Coasts between Puri and Sagar Island close to 
Dhamara(India) early morning of 25-10-2024.

BROKERS have cheated Myanmar 
migrant workers on overseas worker 
identification cards (OWIC), labour 
affairs activists told The Global New 
Light of Myanmar (GNLM).

The Ministry of Labour has of-
ficially made public information on 
how to apply for OWIC; however, bro-
kers have taken advantage of people 
who are weak in acquiring informed 
knowledge.

"For example, they don't know 
where they can apply OWIC. The gov-

ernment has already clarified it. But 
they don't know how to do it, so brokers 
ask them for K800,000 or K1 million by 
saying they would help seek OWIC. 
People think it is real, but the card 
is fake," said a labour affair activist.

Some people were denied going 
abroad as their OWICs were identified 
as counterfeit at the airport.

"Housemaids who try to go abroad 
unofficially are often cheated. So I 
would like to suggest they follow the 
government's rules and try to go 

abroad officially. If not, fake documents 
may be verified," he added. — Htet Oo

TEA leaves produced from Ywangan 
Township have received orders mostly 
from Mandalay Region.

The supply of wet tea leaves has 
been short, as tea leaf season will end 
soon. However, the trade has been fine, 
and the price has been high, too.

"Tea leaves have been in short 
supply now because its season is go-
ing to end. The supply has been low 

even at sources. The price has been 
pretty good this month. The major-
ity of orders have been placed from 
Mandalay and Yangon, but Mandalay 
is the biggest buyer and has many 
dealers, too," said a tea leaf farmer 
from Ywangan Township.

Over the previous six months, 
Ywangan's tea leaves sales have been 
fine, and prices will continue to in-

crease in the following months, like 
October.

"There is no likelihood that tea leaf 
price will fall in the coming months 
because the supply has been short 
now. This year, tea leaf season began in 
March and will end in November. The 
sale in the last six months is equivalent 
to this month's sale; the price just dif-
fers," he said. — Thit Taw/ZS

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THE Central Bank of Myanmar (CBM) 
sold over US$7.5 million and about 150 
million Thai baht to those engaged in the 
private sector on 22 October, again after 
the sales of $2.2 million and 1.5 million 
yuan on 21 October.

CBM announced it would sell $35 
million for those engaged in the fuel oil 
and edible oil sectors as per its notification 
dated 20 October. 

CBM injected $6 million and 200 mil-
lion baht on 15 October, $730,000 on 11 
October, $12.4 million and 38.7 million baht 
on 10 October, 660,000 yuan on 9 October 
and over 10 million baht on 7 October into 
the private sector. 

CBM also pumped $13.1 million and 
288,000 yuan on 4 October, $780,000, 1.2 
million yuan and one million baht on 3 
October and over 1.2 million yuan and 

10.2 million baht into the financial market 
on 2 October. 

CBM also sold over $76 million, 86 
million baht and 4.8 million yuan in Sep-
tember. Moreover, CBM sold over $190 
million, 19 million yuan and 79 million 
baht in August.

CBM aims to curb the instability in 
the foreign exchange market and the 
devaluation of currency. According to 

CBM’s notification on 15 March, it has 
been joining hands with law enforcement 
agencies to combat and prosecute those 
who attempt to manipulate the currency 
market under the existing laws. CBM al-
lowed authorized dealers (private banks) 
to operate online foreign exchange trad-
ing freely as per the market rate depend-
ing on supply and demand, starting from 
5 December 2023. — NN/KK

CBM injects US$7.5M, 150M Thai baht into private sector on 22 Oct

INDIA steadily imports Myanmar’s black 
gram (urad), and the import volume 
reached over 400,000 tonnes in the first 
half of the current financial year 2024-2025 
beginning 1 April, Rahul Chauhan from 
iGrain India said.

“India continuously brings in My-
anmar’s black gram. The volume rose 
to 408,000 tonnes in the first six months 
(April-September) this FY from 240,000 
recorded last year. During the Khariff pe-
riod (autumn reap season), India’s black 
gram acres remarkably declined com-

pared to the previous year. It is forecast 
that rainfed crops might result in high 
yields. They import pulses to meet grow-
ing domestic consumption. Additionally, 
India’s low output of pigeon peas (tur) 
raised demand, causing a shortage in the 
market. Therefore, Chauhan said India’s 
pigeon pea import is likely to be 609,000 
tonnes in the April-September period to 
meet increasing demand, up from 274,000 
tonnes recorded last year.

India primarily imports pigeon peas 
from countries in East Africa, such as 

YANGON Region Gold Entrepreneurs Asso-
ciation (YEA) alerted gold shops in Yangon 
Region to enhance security measures on 22 
October 2024.

The warning includes the installation of 
CCTV at the gold shops, home vicinity, and car 
parking, as well as the installation of alarm 
bells, GPS, and front and cabin dashcams for 

comprehensive in-vehicle surveillance for ve-
hicles that will transport gold and cash.  YGEA 
also expressed appreciation for the cooperation 
of the gold shops in protecting against robbery.

YGEA issued warnings after the six armed 
robbers stole three boxes loaded with five visses 
of gold en route to home from a gold shop in 
Hlaing Township on 21 October. — NN/KK

THE soft areca nut market is 
flourishing in the Myeik Dis-
trict and Taninthayi Region. 
Bustling trade activity of soft 
areca nut raises the prices, the 
Department of Consumer Affairs 
(Taninthayi) stated.

The areca nut from Myeik 
District is distributed to other 
regions and states, especially 
Yangon and Mandalay regions. 
China’s strong demand pushed 
up the sales.

China prefers soft and moist 
areca nuts rather than dried 
ones. As it can save production 
costs, the farm owners are keen 
on selling soft, green and moist 

areca nuts rather than dried 
ones. 

Myanmar’s areca nut mar-
ket has become widespread. 
There is competitive pricing 
in the market. Conical-shaped 
nuts, rather than round ones, are 
mostly traded. After baking the 
soft areca nuts with heat, they 
are exported to China.

Areca palm business thrives 
well in moist soil, yet soaking 
wet with overwatering is bad 
for them. They are commonly 
found in Ayeyawady, Bago, and 
Taninthayi regions, as well as the 
Mon, Kayin, Kachin, and Rakh-
ine states. — KK

To Detach the Paste from the Drum and to Roll Up the Mat
At the conclusion of a Myanmar theatrical performance, it is

Therefore, to finish a task completely is referred to as “detaching 
the paste from the drum and rolling up the mats.”

This Myanmar idiom embodies the importance of completion 
and closure in any endeavour. When a theatrical performance con-
cludes, it is symbolic of wrapping up the event and signifies that all 
tasks related to it have been finalized. 

This action reflects a broader life lesson about the significance 
of seeing things through to the end. Whether in work, relationships, 
or personal projects, completion ensures that nothing lingers or 
remains unresolved. 

The metaphor invokes an imagery of tidiness and re-
sponsibility, suggesting that once a commitment is ful-
filled, one should take the necessary steps to tidy up and 
move on to the next chapter. Thus, it underscores the val-
ue of closure and the need to complete what has been started. 

USAGES:  
“Close the book”

Meaning:	To end or finish a discussion or activity.
Example:	After a long meeting, we decided to close the book on 

the project.
“Bring it to a close”

Meaning:	To conclude something decisively.
Example:	It’s time to bring this discussion to a close.

“Tie up loose ends”
Meaning:	To complete any remaining tasks.
Example:	Before going on vacation, I need to tie up all loose 

ends at work.
“Put a finishing touch on it”

Meaning: To add the last detail or improvement.

To Undergo a Queer Punishment of Shouldering a Big Drum
In a fable, a clever judge commanded both the plaintiff and the 

accused in a defamation case to go around with a large drum hung 
from a long pole, which they had to shoulder together. Inside the 
drum was a man instructed to eavesdrop on their conversation. 

Thus, to suffer for one’s intervention in a matter, despite having 
good intentions, is referred to as “undergoing a queer punishment 
of shouldering a big drum.”

This idiom conveys the irony of becoming entangled in a situation 
despite intending to provide help or resolution. The fable illustrates 
how even good intentions can lead to unintended consequences. 

The image of shouldering a cumbersome drum emphasizes the 
burden one bears as a result of meddling or intervening in conflicts 
that may not directly involve them. 

This serves as a warning against overstepping boundaries; the 
act of eavesdropping and holding the drum becomes a cumbersome, 
shared punishment, illustrating that good intentions do not always 
lead to positive outcomes. 

Ultimately, it captures the idea that sometimes, it’s better to 
remain uninvolved rather than bear the unnecessary weight of 
others’ issues.

USAGES:  
“Caught in the crossfire”

Meaning:	To become involved in a conflict between two other 
parties.

Example:	She didn’t mean to take sides; she just got caught in 
the crossfire.

“Burnt by the fire”
Meaning: 	 To suffer negative consequences due to one’s actions

When a small buffalo intends to confront a giant buffalo, it exam-
ines its own hoof marks in comparison to those of the larger animal.

Similarly, a person who wishes to break 
away from their superior is metaphorically said to be comparing 
their own footprints with those of their superiors.

The idiom “to compare hoof marks” originates from a scenario 
where a smaller buffalo weighs the risk of confronting a more pow-
erful opponent. 

This scenario highlights a universal theme of self-assessment 
and caution when challenging authority or attempting to elevate 
one’s status. Individuals often find themselves evaluating their 
skills, resources, or status against those of others before making 
significant decisions. 

This notion of self-evaluation can apply to various contexts, such 
as workplace dynamics, personal relationships, or social hierarchies, 
where one must be mindful of their position before challenging or 
leaving a situation that entails higher authority or greater experience.

USAGES:  
“Know your place”

Definition: Recognize your role within a hierarchy or social 
context.

Example: It’s important to remember to know your place in the 
company before critiquing the manager.

“Don’t bite off more than you can chew”
Definition: Avoid taking on a task that exceeds your capabilities.

EFFORTS to combat illegal 
trade, overseen by the Illegal 
Trade Eradication Steering 
Committee, are being carried 
out effectively following the law.

On 21 and 22 October, the 
combined on-duty teams cap-
tured industrial materials worth 
K61.184 million without official 
documents from a container at 
the Asia World Port Terminal 
container checkpoint, industrial 
materials valued at K56.729 mil-
lion without official documents 
at the Yangon International Air-
port (Import Desk), and illegal 
teak weighing 1.366 tonnes and 
illegal timbers weighing 1.284 

tonnes valued at K1.124 million 
in Lewe, Ottara and Pyinmana 
Districts. The action was taken 
under the Forest Law and Cus-
toms procedures.

Similarly, the combined 
teams conducted inspections 
and seized an Isuzu box truck 
(worth approximately K15 mil-
lion) carrying four kinds of in-
dustrial materials and consumer 
goods valued at K24.462 million 
without official documents at 
the Thanlwin Bridge (Tayoth-
la side) combined checkpoint, 
five types of smuggled jewellery 
worth about 1.71 million near 
the Sinphyu border crossing in 

Muse Township, and a Mitsubi-
shi Fuso truck (estimated value 
of K50 million) carrying 13 kinds 
of industrial materials and ten 
kinds of consumer goods worth 
K57.569 million without official 
documents in Hopong Town-
ship. The action was conducted 
as per Customs procedures.

Furthermore, a combined 
team supervised by the Tanin-
thayi, Bago and Mandalay Re-
gion Illegal Trade Eradication 
Task Forces confiscated an un-
registered Honda Insight (es-
timated value of K9 million) in 
Myeik Township, two vehicles 
(estimated value of K40 million) 

carrying two kinds of consumer 
goods and two kinds of food-
stuffs worth K6.06 million with-
out official documents at the 
Nyaungkhashay x-ray station, 
two vehicles (estimated value 
of K63 million) carrying seven 
types of foodstuffs and two kinds 
of industrial materials valued 
at K14.055 million without offi-
cial documents at the Myitnge 
checkpoint and a Mitsubishi 
Fuso truck (estimated value of 
K17 million) carrying ten kinds 
of industrial materials worth 
K39.976 million without official 
documents at the Singaing toll-
gate in Singaing Township. The 

action was carried out in line 
with Customs procedures. 

The joint on-duty teams 
captured 21 barrels of illegal 
petroleum and two barrels of 
diesel (worth about K5.962 mil-
lion) in Pathein District, two 
kinds of foodstuffs worth K2.89 
million in Ngaputaw Township, 
an unregistered Honda Airwave 
(estimated value of K9 million) 
in Hinthada Township and ille-
gal teak weighing 0.479 tonne 
and illegal timbers weighing 
6.92 tonnes worth K382,744 in 
Myanaung and Pathein Dis-
tricts. The action was taken 
under the Petroleum and Petro-
leum Products Law, the Excise 
Law, the Export-Import Law 
and the Forest Law.

Overall, on 21 and 22 Oc-
tober, 33 arrests were made, 
leading to the seizure of ille-
gal items worth approximately 
K475 million. The Illegal Trade 
Eradication Steering Commit-
tee has reported that unlawful 
trade poses a significant obsta-
cle to the country’s economic 
development and significantly 
impacts the socioeconomic sec-
tor. Consequently, the commit-
tee has stated its commitment 
to intensifying efforts against 
illicit trading. — MNA/MKKS

‘Serious business’: influencer 
degree launches in Ireland

IT’S a job that didn’t exist until 
recently but becoming an influ-
encer is an ever more popular 
career path among Gen-Z youth 
in the modern era of social me-
dia.

Now a first-of-its-kind 
course at an Irish university is 
teaching wannabe influencers 
how to convert online presence 
and content on platforms such 
as Instagram, TikTok and You-
Tube into revenue streams.

“Influencing is something 
that’s catching fire,” course di-
rector Irene McCormick told 
AFP at South East Technolog-
ical University (SETU) in Car-
low, an hour’s drive southwest 
from the capital Dublin.

The idea grew out of a sum-
mer crash course “Digital Hus-
tle” launched by McCormick 
that was taught by TikTokers 
and attracted 350 applicants for 
30 places. McCormick, a former 
television producer, launched a 

four-year bachelor’s degree in 
“Content Creation and Social 
Media” after recognizing strong 
demand. 

Accredited after two years 
of development, the course 
welcomed its first cohort of 15 
students last month. The cam-

pus buzzes with students en-
gaging in social media during 
breaks, reflecting their digital 
immersion. Many participants 
aim to enhance their skills in 
online audience engagement, 
as self-learning alone isn’t suffi-
cient for career growth. — AFP

‘One of the last’: 
handmade bagpipes a 
dying art in Scotland
THE Highland bagpipe is an inte-
gral part of Scottish culture and 
history, famous for its distinctive, 
powerful sound that even accom-
panied troops as they landed in 
northern France on D-Day.

But the wind instrument is 
slowly growing silent as demand 
dwindles and machine-made bag-
pipes replace traditionally craft-
ed ones, consigning their use to 
largely ceremonial occasions.

Just off Edinburgh’s historic 
Royal Mile, which sweeps down 
from the city’s imposing castle 
to the Palace of Holyroodhouse, 
is a faded storefront sign for ar-
tisan bagpipe maker Kilberry 
Bagpipes.

Ruari Black is among the 
last artisan bagpipe makers in 

Edinburgh, crafting the iconic 
instrument by hand at Kilberry. 

The intricate process in-
volves nine stages, taking about 
a week to complete each set of 
Highland bagpipes. Black em-
phasizes the distinct sound and 
character of handmade pipes, 
appealing to both experienced 
musicians and beginners. 

Despite bagpipes’ long histo-
ry in Scotland, many producers 
have shifted to machine-made in-
struments, which lack the unique 
qualities of artisan creations.

With a current wait time of 
two years for a custom-made set, 
Black notes that customers val-
ue the craftsmanship and sound 
associated with traditional meth-
ods. — AFP

UN group questions France 
over racial profiling

A United Nations group on Tues-
day raised the issue of racial pro-
filing by French police during 
identity checks. 

The UN’s committee respon-
sible for verifying the application 
of the International Covenant on 
Civil and Political Rights said it 
“continues to receive disturbing 
information about systemic rac-
ism and the persistence of racial 
and ethnic profiling, and about 
the inadequacy of complaints 
handling procedures”.

Yvonne Donders, the com-

mittee’s vice-president, said 
during a regular examination of 
France that the body had been 
informed that “people of colour 
are subject to identity checks by 
police approximately 20 times 
more often than other citizens”.

The French delegation at 
the meeting responded that 
the codes governing France’s 
security forces “explicitly” ban 
discriminatory identity checks, 
and that the security forces all 
receive training on this issue.

IMF maintains 2024 global growth forecast at 
3.2% warns of geopolitical tensions
Increased volatility in financial markets has raised concerns about 
hidden vulnerabilities, particularly following a turbulent summer.
THE International Monetary 
Fund (IMF) on Tuesday main-
tained its global growth fore-
cast in 2024 at 3.2 per cent, 
consistent with its projection 
in July, according to its newly 
released World Economic Out-
look (WEO).

The level of uncertainty sur-
rounding the global economic 
outlook is high, the report noted.

“Newly elected govern-
ments (about half of the world 
population has gone or will go to 
the polls in 2024) could introduce 

significant shifts in trade and 
fiscal policy,” the report said.

“Moreover, the return of 
financial market volatility over 
the summer has stirred old fears 
about hidden vulnerabilities. 
This has heightened anxiety 
over the appropriate monetary 
policy stance — especially in 
countries where inflation is per-
sistent and signs of slowdown 
are emerging,” it further said.

The report also noted that 
a further intensification of ge-
opolitical rifts could weigh on 

trade, investment and the free 
flow of ideas. “This could affect 
long-term growth, threaten the 
resilience of supply chains, and 
create difficult trade-offs for 
central banks,” it said.

In response to a question 
from Xinhua, IMF Chief Econo-
mist Pierre-Olivier Gourinchas 
said at a press conference that 
rising geopolitical tensions are 
“something that we are very 
concerned about”, noting that 
there are two dimensions of the 
impact. — Xinhua

Cambodia’s trade with RCEP countries 
rises to over US$25 bln in first 9 months

CAMBODIA’S trade with Re-
gional Comprehensive Eco-
nomic Partnership (RCEP) 
countries hit US$25.54 billion 
in the first nine months of 2024, 
up 17.1 per cent over the same 
period last year, a report said 
on Tuesday.

The kingdom’s trade vol-
ume with the fellow RCEP 
members accounted for 61.6 
per cent of its total trade vol-
ume during the period, said 
the report from the General 
Department of Customs and 
Excise.

The country exported 
products worth $6.76 billion to 
the RCEP countries, up 16.3 
per cent, while it recorded the 
import of goods worth $18.78 
billion from the RCEP coun-
tries, up 17.3 per cent, the re-
port added. — Xinhua

Bangladesh’s garment 
export to Europe falls 3.53% 
in January-August

WHILE retaining its second 
place in garment exports to the 
European Union (EU) market, 
Bangladesh saw the apparel 
shipments dropped 3.53 per 
cent from January to August to 
US$12.90 billion due in large part 
to domestic political turmoil and 
labour unrest, local media report 
said Wednesday, citing Eurostat 
data.

High inflationary pressures 
on the European economy also 
had an impact, The Daily Star 
newspaper reported.

Bangladesh’s garment 
exporters have been mired in 
crises in past months, with po-
litical and economic uncertainty 
as well as incidents of arson and 

extortion casting a shadow over 
normal business operations, ac-
cording to the report.

The situation was exacer-
bated by spells of labour unrest 
in industrial belts of the South 
Asian country since September, 
which led to production losses 
worth $400 million, showed data 
from the Bangladesh Garment 
Manufacturers and Exporters 
Association.

The impact from months of 
turmoil on business operations 
included work order cancella-
tions and postponement of fac-
tory visits by representatives of 
international clothing retailers 
and brands, according to the 
report. — Xinhua

ARGENTINA’S government 
on Monday announced the re-
placement of the country’s tax 
agency with the Tax Collection 
and Customs Control Agen-
cy as part of belt-tightening 
measures.

As of Monday, the Federal 
Administration of Public Rev-
enues, better known as AFIP, 
will cease to exist, and the 
Tax Collection and Customs 
Control Agency will be cre-
ated with a simplified struc-

ture, said Manuel Adorni, the 
presidential spokesperson, at 
a press conference. “This will 
mean a budgetary savings of 
around 6.4 billion pesos a year 
(about US$ 6.5 million),” he 
said. — Xinhua

Argentine govt replaces national tax agency
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SWEDEN’S Volvo Cars 
on Wednesday drastical-
ly cut its sales forecast 
for the year, saying car 
markets in China, Europe 
and the United States are 
“increasingly under pres-
sure”.

The Chinese-owned 
automaker reported a net 
profit of 4.4 billion kronor 
($416 million) for the third 
quarter, up from 3.2 billion 
kronor for the same period 
in 2023.

However, Volvo Cars 
said it expected to see 
minimal growth in the 
fourth quarter.

“As a result of this, 
we now anticipate full-

year sales growth of 7–8 
per cent instead of 12–15 
per cent,” CEO Jim Row-

an said in the company’s 
third quarter earnings 
report.

The carmaker said 
its sales rose by three per 
cent to 172,849 cars in the 
third quarter.

Revenue for the quar-
ter came in at 92.8 billion 
kronor, just beating the 
92 billion kronor report-
ed for the same period a 
year earlier.

Operating income 
meanwhile rose to 5.8 
billion kronor, up from 4.5 
billion kronor for the third 
quarter of 2023.

“The car market in 
our main regions of China, 
Europe and the US is in-
creasingly under pressure 
which affects demand,” 
Rowan said. — AFP

Starbucks 
preliminary results 
show declining sales
US coffee giant Starbucks 
on Tuesday released pre-
liminary results showing 
that sales are continuing 
to fall, as the new CEO 
vowed a strategic over-
haul to turn the company 
around.

“Our fourth quar-
ter performance makes 
it clear that we need to 
fundamentally change 
our strategy so we can get 
back to growth and that’s 
exactly what we are doing 
with our ‘Back to Star-
bucks’ plan,” CEO Brian 
Niccol said in a statement. 
“I believe that our prob-
lems are very fixable and 
that we have significant 
strengths to build on,” he 
added.

Niccol took over the 
chain last month, after 
the abrupt departure in 

August of Laxman Nar-
asimhan, who had held 
the post of CEO for only 
16 months. Preliminary 
quarterly results showed 
that sales had fallen 3.2 
per cent year-on-year to 
$9.1 billion. The company 
reported preliminary ad-
justed earnings per share 
of 80 cents. Full quarterly 
results are due to be pub-
lished on 30 October.

The company said 
such results were driv-
en by “softness in North 
America’s revenues in 
the quarter,” specifically a 
six per cent decline in US 
comparable store sales, 
driven by a 10 per cent 
decline in comparable 
transactions — but par-
tially offset by a four per 
cent increase in average 
transactions. — AFP

Libya’s livestock devastated by  
foot-and-mouth disease outbreak
ON Najmeddine Tantoun’s 
farm near Misrata, Libya, 
silence reigns where once 
dairy machines buzzed, as 
an outbreak of foot-and-
mouth disease has devas-
tated livestock. 

Tantoun has lost near-
ly half of his 742 cows, se-
verely impacting dairy pro-

duction, which plummeted 
from 70,000 litres to just 
20,000 daily. Farmers in 
Misrata report losses of 
up to 70 per cent of their 
cattle, with many now 
resorting to slaughter to 
control the epidemic. 

The delayed vaccine 
response from authorities 

has led to significant eco-
nomic strain, causing meat 
and dairy prices to soar. 

Salem al-Badri, head 
of the local cattle farm-
ers’ committee, criticized 
the government for inad-
equate preventive meas-
ures and slow action, 
stating that timely vacci-

nations could have miti-
gated the crisis

Libya’s ongoing strug-
gles post-2011 uprising 
complicate efforts, leaving 
farmers to grapple with 
the fallout of both politi-
cal instability and the dev-
astating disease affecting 
their livelihoods. — AFP

of our culture ... will be able to be 
seen, will be able to be heard, 
will be able to be understood,” 
said Nanez.

There can be no economic 
and political integration “if there 
is no cultural integration first,” 
he noted. “The great TV BRICS 
family” has only one purpose, he 
added, “to make international 
communication democratic.” —

Gates funds Harris  
with $50 million  
donation:  Report

US billionaire Bill Gates has 
quietly donated $50 million to a 
nonprofit supporting Vice-Pres-
ident Kamala Harris’s presiden-
tial run, The New York Times 

reported, citing three sources.
While Gates hasn’t public-

ly endorsed Harris, his sizable 
donation was made to Future 
Forward, a “dark money” group 
backing her campaign. The 
funds were intended to remain 
anonymous, the report said.

“Mr Gates’s donation went 
specifically to Future Forward’s 
nonprofit arm, Future Forward 
USA Action, which as a 501(c)
(4) ‘dark money’ organization 
does not disclose its donors, ac-
cording to the people briefed. So 
any contribution by Mr Gates 
will never appear on any public 
filing,” the media clarified. —

"I encourage all of you to continue 
investing in youth football because those 
kids, those girls and boys, will be the stars 
of tomorrow," he said.

The president said FIFA is also con-
sidering increasing the number of African 
teams participating in the FIFA Women's 
World Cup to six.

He also noted that Morocco is set to 
host the FIFA World Cup in 2030, which 
would make the country the second-ever 
African nation to host the World Cup.

While addressing the opening session 
of the Assembly, Ethiopian President Taye 
Atske Selassie appealed to the CAF to 
endorse Ethiopia's bid to host the 2029 
Africa Cup of Nations (AFCON 2029) tour-
nament.

Rich nations must pay more to tackle 
climate change, G24 says

RICHER countries must put more 
money on the table to support the 
world’s developing and emerging 
market economies tackle climate and 
development challenges, or risk undo-
ing recent progress, the G24 group of 
nations said Tuesday.

“The global community is falling 
short of attaining climate and devel-
opment goals, and in providing the 
commensurate financial support to 
developing countries towards achiev-
ing them,” the G24 group announced 
in a statement.

The G24, which includes a wide 
range of emerging market and devel-
oping economies including Argentina, 
Ghana, Nigeria, and the Philippines, 
met at the Annual Meetings of the 
International Monetary Fund and the 
World Bank in Washington this week.
