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TO be of efficient use of renewa-
ble energy that is practised glob-
ally, the country needs to ensure 
that solar systems are featured 
in new buildings and extra pow-
er generation to be supplied to 
the national grid, said Electric 
Power and Energy Develop-
ment Commission Chair, Deputy 
Prime Minister and Union Minis-
ter Admiral Tin Aung San during 
the commission meeting held 
in Nay Pyi Taw on 7 January. In 
such implementation, they will 
need to work until legislations 
are enacted, he added.

In his Magway Region trip, 
the State Administration Council 
Chairman and Prime Minister 
emphasized the implementation 

of solar power generation pro-
jects and the construction of low 
dams to generate hydropower in 
the Ayeyawady River, he said. He 
added that of 16 potential loca-
tions for hydropower generation 
in the Ayeyawady River, the SAC 
Chairman instructed to submit a 
feasibility study proposal about 
the ideal one out of four prior-
itized locations.

He said that electricity and 
energy demand will continue 
to rise further in the future and 
urged the commission members 
to present their ongoing projects, 
what difficulties they have been 
encountering and the future 
electricity and energy plans. –

COLD winds which are forecast 
to continue to enter will make 
the weather cooler in January, 
said meteorologist U Win Naing.

The country felt the hottest 
summer at the end of 2023 and 
early 2024 due to the El Nino ef-
fect and encountered water-re-
lated hazards in the middle and 
end of 2024 resulting in many 
losses.

This year, there is a 59 per 
cent chance for La Nina to hap-
pen in January and February 
and will be neutral in March, 
April and May, he said on his 
Facebook page referring to the 
Climate Predication Center.

Extreme cold weather oc-
curs in the Himalayas in the 

north of Myanmar, Tibet Pla-
teau and Canada in northern 
America and the northern 
United States, so there will be 
no possibility of extreme cold 
weather happening in Myan-
mar.

The temperature at night 
has continuously fallen in Jan-
uary and southern Myanmar 
– Ayeyawady Region, Yangon 
Region, Mon State, Kayin State 
and Taninthayi Region. Tem-
peratures have dropped below 
20 degrees Celsius in the early 
morning and in the rest states 
and regions. The temperature 
has already declined below 20 
degrees Celsius since mid-De-
cember 2024. – MT/ZS

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NATIONAL
Cybersecurity Law (State Administration Council Law No 1/2025)

38.	 The relevant operations committee may seize and analyze cyber resources from 
following any individual believed to be associated with a cybersecurity threat, 
cyberattack, or cyber misuse, in accordance with the prescribed regulations –
(a)	 A user or a person suspected of having used or currently using a cyber 

resource that is believed to be associated with a cybersecurity threat, 
cyberattack, or any cyber misuse process

(b)	 The individual who connects with any person mentioned in Sub-Section (a)
39.	 If the relevant work committee has analyzed the cyber resource and conducted 

a digital forensics investigation, it shall return the cyber resource to the desig-
nated party in compliance with the specified terms.

40.	 The ministry may, with the approval of the Union Government, assign relevant 
individuals or organizations to conduct data analysis and send it for digital 
forensic examination in order to proactively detect and prevent cyber threats 
or cyberattacks within the national cyber domain.

41.	 The ministry is required to support companies and organizations providing 
telecommunications services under the Telecommunications Law by enabling 
them to perform information verification and send for examination to digital 
forensic labs as required under Section 40.

42.	 The ministry may, for matters related to national defence and security, or for 
the public’s benefit, take action under the law, in coordination with relevant 
government departments or organizations. If necessary, it may conduct inspec-
tions or exercise control over cybersecurity services or digital platform service 
operations.

43.	 The Ministry may, for the public interest, carry out the following with the agree-
ment of the Union Government:
(a)	 Temporarily suspending digital platform services or electronic information; 
(b)	 Temporarily controlling materials related to digital platform services; 
(c)	 Closing or declaring a digital platform service as unsuitable for public use.

44. 	 Anyone wishing to establish a VPN or provide VPN services within the national 
cybersecurity domain must obtain permission from the Ministry pursuant to 
the regulations.

Chapter XII
Seizing evidentiary materials and submitting expert’s witness

45.	 The Investigation Unit shall seize electronic equipment evidentiary to inves-
tigate cybersecurity or cybercrime under this law and any existing law as per 
the procedures. 

46.	 The Investigation Unit can keep the cyber resource or similar system or mate-
rials related to the investigated cybercrime cases, and analyze or submit them 
to Digital Lab.

47.	 The relevant governmental departments and organizations can establish the 
National Digital Forensic Lab and the Digital Forensic Lab with the approval of 
the central committee to explore, receive, manage, analyze and report regarding 
the electronic evidentiary materials saved in an electronic system according to 
the provisions of this law and any existing law.

48.	 The Leading Committee shall support the National Digital Lab and the Digital 
Lab established with the approval of the central committee regarding human 
resources and technological assistance. 

49.	 The Investigation Unit shall send the electronic evidentiary materials saved in 
an electronic system to the National Digital Lab and the Digital Lab to explore, 
receive, manage and analyze the data, and submit the findings and opinions to 
the leading committee or relevant court as expert’s witness per the procedures. 

50.	 (a) If any dispute regarding the submission of electronic letter marks occurs, 
it shall be submitted to the National Digital Laboratory. 

	 (b) The findings and opinions of the National Digital Laboratory are final ap-
provals. 

Chapter XIII
Administrative Actions

51.	 The department can issue the following administrative orders if a cybersecurity 
service provider fails to follow the provisions in Sections 29 or 35-
(a) warning
(b) fine
(c ) temporary suspension of licence with a time limit
(d) cancelling of licence 

52.	 The department can issue the following administrative orders if the digital 
platform service provider fails to follow the provisions in Sections 30, 31, 32, 33,

(c ) temporary suspension of a certificate with a time limit
(d) cancelling of certificate and adding to blacklist 

53.	 The Leading Committee shall dissolve the cybersecurity industry which is

Appeal

(b)	 If the perpetrator is a company or organization, the company or organization 
shall be fined not less than K10 million, and the evidence related to the case 
shall be confiscated as a national treasure.

 63.	 If anyone is convicted of continuing to provide cyber security services without 
a licence renewal, that person shall be fined a minimum of K1 million and a 
maximum of K5 million.

64.	 If a digital platform service operator with 100,000 users or above in the country 
is convicted of operating without registration, it shall be fined at least K100 
million, and the relevant evidence shall be kept as a national treasure.

65.	 If anyone is found guilty of continuing to operate digital platform services without 
renewing their registration, they will be fined not less than K50 million.

66.	 Any person convicted of any form of cybermisuse mentioned in Subsection (a), 
(b), (c) or (d) of Section 36 shall be imprisoned for a minimum of six months and 
a maximum of two years or a fine of at least K1 million to a maximum of K10 
million, or both punishments.

67.	 Any person convicted of any form of cybermisuse mentioned in Subsection (e) 
or (f) of Section 36 shall be imprisoned for a minimum of one year to a maximum 
of three years, or a fine of at least K5 million to a maximum of K20 million, or 
both punishments must be imposed.

68.	 Any person convicted of following offences intentionally or attempting to make 
others commit shall be imprisoned for a minimum of one year to a maximum 
of two years, or a fine of at least K5 million to a maximum of K20 million, or both 
punishments must be imposed;
(a)	 damage the cyber resource or install or access malware
(b)	 making it impossible for the person who has the right to access the cyber 

resource to enter the system 
(c)	 destroy information in cyber resources, exclusion or altering or changing

to use or destroy or changing 
(e)	 using cyber resources to defraud
(f)	 using electronic information to harm or discredit another person or repair

69.	 Anyone convicted of stealing or destroying the online financial status of another 
person using cyber resources or forcing others to do so shall be imprisoned 
for a minimum of two years and a maximum of seven years or a fine shall be 
imposed.

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IN THE tenure of the government of the State Administra-
tion Council, the 2024 population and housing census was 

successfully conducted nationwide from 1 to 15 October 2024. The 
preliminary population statistics from the comprehensive census 
were published on 31 December 2024 by the Ministry of Immigration 
and Population to ensure the public could access and utilize the data.

Recently, the government released preliminary population 
data from the 2024 Population and Housing Census, as of the night 
of 30 September 2024, the population residing within Myanmar was 
estimated to be 51,316,756 people. This figure comprises 32,191,407 
individuals counted during the census enumeration and an esti-

mated 19,125,349 people from 
unremunerated areas. Of the 
total population, there were 
15,105,215 males, accounting 
for 46.9 per cent and 17,086,192 
females, at 53.1 per cent.

Looking at the population 
distribution, Yangon Region 
has the highest proportion 
at 14.4 per cent, while Kayah 
State has the lowest at 0.6 per 
cent. Myanmar’s population, 
which was 51.5 million in 2014, 
is now estimated to be slightly 
over 51.3 million according to 
the 2024 preliminary census, 
including estimates for un-
counted areas. This reveals a 
slight decrease in the popula-
tion over the past 10 years.

The changes in popula-
tion dynamics, such as births, 
deaths, and migration, will 
be analyzed in detail as they 
are key factors considered in 
compiling the main census re-
port. According to preliminary 
census announcements, the 

results will be examined step by step and systematically released. 
It is noted that the capability to conduct a preliminary census is 
essential for understanding the nation’s demographic transitions, 
socioeconomic changes, and development plans.

The Southern Volcanic Occurrences on the West Bank of the 
Chindwin River.

This article continues from Episode 54, which discussed the explo-
sive craters on both banks of the Chindwin River, as described in The 
Geology of Burma by Prof HL Chhibber, published in 1934.

Songyaung: On the right bank of the Chindwin River, opposite Alon 
and two miles east of Songyaung, is a low hill extending in a north-west-
south-east direction, with gentle slopes on all sides except the north, 
where it ends abruptly over a shallow lake, with a scarp about 100 feet 
in height. This lake is deeply truncated near the northeastern side and 
marks the site of an extinct crater. That part of the hill that abuts the 
river, according to Sondhi, is composed of highly jointed, comparatively 
fresh, dark, olivine basalt. A little way from the river, the basalt becomes 
highly scoriaceous and vesicular. Farther west, it is replaced by a very 
characteristic bed, about six feet thick, of lapilli cemented by a sparse 
amount of volcanic ash. To the southwest of the lapilli bed occur several 
unconsolidated beds of basaltic tuff, with many quartz pebbles, sand, 
and fossil wood. 

Kyaukmyet Hill: The Kyaukmyet hills are composed of very 
compact rhyolites and quartz-porphyries with interbedded quartzites. 
A liparite from this locality was first described by Kelterborn. It is a 
dense rock that shows some iron pyrites and biotite to the naked eye. 
The microscope reveals the biotite to be corroded with the formation 
of opaque ore, while sections of corroded quartz are also present. The 
groundmass is micro-felsitic and consists of quartz and slightly turbid 
felspar. The texture must originally have been vesicular, but the cavities 
are now all filled with a coarse-grained quartz mosaic. Hydrothermal 
silicification must have brought about this after the consolidation of 
the rock.

Myayeik Taung: The main hill is composed of silicified rhyolite with 
blocks of quartzite, while the small hill to the west is built of shattered 
quartzite and highly altered basalt. In the Yinmadaw chaung (creek) to 
the southwest are masses of epidiorite, which appear to rest against a 
decomposed holocrystalline rock composed of white felspar and small 
black biotite crystals. East of Myayeik there is another small hill of 
purple quartz-porphyry. 

West Monywa Group: The conical-shaped hills 994,943 and 937, 
immediately south of Yama chaung, and hills 1055 and 995, five miles 
to the south-east and on the south side of the Ywashe-Yinmabin road, 
which is so prominent in the landscape looking southwards from Mony-
wa, are composed of white and bluish-grey rhyolites, rhyolitic breccias, 
agglomerates and indurated tuffs. They have undergone hydrothermal 
and metasomatic alteration. Haematite occurs in the form of veins and 
botryoidal masses in these rocks. The ores of copper, malachite, and 
azurite are also present in the form of veinlets and impregnations. Ex-
ploitation of the copper ore has been attempted by shafts and tunnels 
sunk into the volcanic rock, but the ore occurs in quantities too minute 
to be won on a commercial scale. 

Ninth Mile, Yinmabin Road: Just past the ninth mile on the 
Ywashe-Yinmabin Road, where the road commences the descent 
to the village of Kaungzin, are outcrops of an interesting rock that 
seems to differ from all others in the Chindwin region. It is a glassy 
hypersthene-andesite in which phenocrysts of andesine-labradorite 
felspar and hypersthene are observed in thin sections. A few miles 
farther south are the igneous occurrences of the Ingyin taung and 
Powin taung area, which consist of andesites, rhyolitic agglomerates, 
and fine-grained ashes and tuffs interbedded with the Pegu Series, and 
intrusions of coarse diorites and mica-porphyries. The andesites have 
locally been silicified and the vesicles of the amygdaloidal rock have 

been filled with chalcedony in beautifully radiating fibres. The ashes 
and tuffs have undergone pronounced metamorphism brought about 
most probably by the intrusion of adjacent diorites. 

Salingyi: According to C T Barber, the intrusive and extrusive 
rocks of the Salingyi uplands consist of dacites, dolerites, epidiorites, 
and coarse-grained diorites. There also occurs an intrusion of granitic 
rock into typical dolerites in the neighbourhood of Saga (95˚ 8’, 21˚57’) 
and the intrusion of a pegmatite dyke into coarse diorite one and a half 
miles south-east of Kyaunggon (95˚ 6’, 21˚ 58’). Barber adds, moreover, 
that the general configuration and petrological characters of the igne-
ous masses are such as to leave little doubt that they were formed as 
laccolitic intrusions into the Pegus, the sedimentary cover having been 
removed by denudation.

Linzayet: At Linzayet eight and a half miles to the south of Salingyi 
is a small mass of lava, a hundred feet or so in diameter, which also 
to have been appeared to have been intruded into sands of Pegu age, 
chiastolite developed near the contact. The Pegu rocks dip towards this 
intrusion at steep angles. This occurrence is of a similar type to Hill 1260, 

and the other intrusions in the East Monywa Hill Belt, described below.
Shinmadaung: The volcanic rocks of the Shinmadaung area con-

sist of hornblende-andesite, basalts, ashes, and rhyolitic agglomerates 
and breccias. Occurring immediately beneath the basal read bed of the 
Irrawaddy Series on the west flank of the Shinmadaung inlier, west of 
Kabauk village, are to be found conglomerates and rhyolite breccia. 
Some doubt exists as to the age of these rocks, but according to E S 
Pinfold and A E Day, they appear to represent a period of specialized 
volcanic activity contemporaneous with the deposition of the basal 
beds of the Irrawaddian, while Barber states that they occupy along 
the Pegu-Irrawaddian boundary and that the presence of ashes and 
rhyolitic agglomerates interbedded in the Pegu Series has been clearly 
demonstrated. 

There are, in addition, small intrusions of a doleritic rock in beds of 
Pondaung age, which are exposed in this inlier. They also occur mainly 
along the line of the strike fault. One of the most interesting volcanic 
occurrences in this range, also on the line of the main strike fault, is a 
sheet of lava forming a high plateau-like elevation to the north of Thay-

et-pingan, which recalls the Silaung sheet described above. 

The Volcanic Occurrences of East Monywa Hill Belt.
The volcanic occurrences in this belt from south to north are as 

follows: -
Hill 1260, or Kyaukkadaung (22˚ 8’, 98˚ 6’): The hill is situated about 

nine miles east and a little north of Monywa, and occurs close to the 
western flank of the Pegu inlier. It is elliptical in shape, the longer axis of 
the ellipse running a few degrees north of east. There are three blunted 
peaks, the centre or highest rising some 800 feet above the alluvial plain, 
which stretches away to the west. The core of the hill is composed of a 
very basic basalt, surrounded by Pegu rocks, and appears to lie on the 
line of the main fault, which is evident to the south on the west side of 
Taunggya village. The extent of the actual mass of the igneous rock is 

about a mile in length and a quarter of a mile in width. 
Hill 779 (22˚ 13’, 95˚ 18’): This intrusion of igneous rock lies about 

seven miles to the northeast of Hill 1260, on the south bank of the Thazi 
chaung between the villages of Thazi and Sulegon. The igneous mass 
is elliptical, with the longer axis running a few degrees west of north, 
and is thus slightly oblique to the Pegu sands, in which it occurs and 
which strike about north 10˚ east. It is situated well within the Pegu 
inlier, some three miles east of the main fault. It is half a mile in length 
and quite narrow. Petrologically, both the Kyaukkataung, 1260 Hill, and 
the Hill marked 779 are composed of picrite-basalt, which is a greyish 
rock, sometimes spotted with phenocrysts of pyroxene and olivine. 

Hill 822, or Thazi Hill (22˚ 17’, 95˚ 15’): This occurrence of igneous 
rock is conical in shape and lies on the line of the main fault on the edge 
of the Pegu inlier, apparently within Pegu sands, Irrawaddy sands, and 
alluvium. The lava of Thazi Hill has also been described as picrite-ba-
salt, though less basic than that of Hill 1260, but not widely differing 
from it. It is a dark grey rock. The most abundant mineral under the 
microscope is augite, varying in size from small phenocrysts to gran-

ules in the groundmass. The latter resembles that of the normal rock 
of Hill 1260, consisting of laths and microlites of felspar, small crystals 
and granules of augite, grains of magnetite, and a colourless residue. 
Some of the vesicles are filled with calcite.

Inde Hill, 800 feet (22˚ 24’, 95˚ 13’): This is the most interesting 
occurrence within the hill belt, as it bears visible evidence as a centre 
of volcanic activity: remnants of a crater and deposits of volcanic ash 
occur, similar in every way to the deposits accompanying the explosive 
craters about Shwezaye. It can be included as one of the groups as its 
age and mode of occurrence are identical, but instead of appearing on 
the same lines as the other craters, it is situated 10 ½ miles to the east 
of Ywatha, the northernmost of the group, and occurs on the line of the 
main fault which runs the length of the East Monywa Pegu inlier. The 
village of Inde rests upon a narrow belt of alluvium, but immediately to 
the south are beds of volcanic ash which curve round to the spur of Hill 
800. In a stream bed about one mile south of the village beds of ash rest 
upon sands apparently of Irrawaddian age. These deposits of ash are 
from 10 to 15 feet thick and consist of layers of coarse lapilli between 
much finer material. In the coarse layers are occasional blocks of lava 
up to a foot in diameter. These beds are not consolidated, and where 
they overhang the walls of the chaung they break into heaps of grey 
cindery powder. The ash deposits on the spur to the north of Hill 800 
rest upon Irrawaddian sands, and farther north, where the ash beds 
have died out, blocks of lava can still be seen strewn about the surface 
of the sands and extend thus as far as the stream bed to the north-east 
of Myothit Chaung village. 

The inward slopes of Hill 800 and spur present a precipitous face 
which is evidently a remnant of the crater walls. The northern and 
western walls have been removed by denudation and the floor is now 
silted up. The lava ejected from this crater is a normal olivine-basalt 
with phenocrysts of olivine, rendered opaque red by oxidation on the 
exposed surface of the rock. The eruptions of this crater were appar-
ently of the explosive type, but the successive layers of coarse ash and 
fine material throughout the thickness of deposits point to a series of 
explosive eruptions extending over a while rather than to one violently 
explosive outburst. The age of this volcano is clearly sub-recent, as is 
proved by the deposition of the ejected material upon the uppermost 
Irrawaddian sands.

Okpo Letpan (22˚ 29’, 95˚ 14’): Okpo Letpan is an isolated hump-
shaped hill standing 400 feet above the level of the surrounding plain, 
which is floored by sands of Irrawaddian age. The hill lies about seven 
miles north of Inde and three miles north by northeast of the volcanic 
bed at the twenty-sixth milestone described above. The lava is much 
decomposed at the surface and can be dug into with a knife blade; it 
differs from the igneous rocks of the other occurrences, except those of 
Hill 800 and the twenty-sixth milestone just described, in that it contains 
visible phenocrysts of white felspar. 

The Natyindaung Mass: Natyindaung (22˚ 30’, 94˚ 59’) is an isolated 
occurrence of igneous rock, unassociated with the East Monywa Hill 
belt inlier, lying some distance to the west, in an area floored by the 
uppermost Irrawaddian sands. It is of special interest as contact with 
the soft sands can be seen. It closely resembles Okpo Letpan in shape, 
occurring as two hump-shaped hills with an intermediate depression.
Conclusion

A large majority of the igneous occurrences of this region indicate 
that volcanic activity reached its zenith in post-Pliocene times. The 
peculiar masses of Hills 1260, 779, 822, Okpo Letpan, and Natyindaung, 
all appear to have intruded into the country rock, both Peguan and 
Irrawaddian alike, as sheets or necks. Previous to the recent district 
examination by Messrs E S Pinfold and A E Day, it was thought that 
pre-Cambrian granites and Shinmadaung, the pre-Tertiary floor, were 
exposed in this region. Except for the isolated occurrences of granite 
at Silaung and Minma, the majority of the holocrystalline rocks belong 
to a peculiarly basic suite, and there is small doubt that they are the 
hypabyssal representatives of the surface lavas, intruded into the 
Tertiary rocks at the same time as the volcanic manifestations at the 
surface. This is the end of late Pliocene and Pleistocene igneous activity.

Revenue under the Ministry of 
Planning and Finance will sell 
K1,000 worth of Aungbarlay 
Lottery starting from April of 
the financial year 2025-2026.

Lottery agents are urged 
to follow the rules. Those 
agents must seek sales per-
mits through the Aungbarlay 
office (Yangon branch), Man-
dalay branch and the relevant 

township IRD. They must sign 
a commitment letter stating 
that they would sell the lottery 
tickets as per the set prices, 
presenting a citizenship scru-
tiny card and household reg-
istration.

The old lottery agents also 
need to show a tax clearance 
certificate for the transactions 
made in the last FY 2024-2025 
from the respective IRD. The 
applications must be submit-
ted to the relevant offices be-
tween 14 and 28 January 2025.

The agents need to deposit 
K600 for a pack of 11 lottery 
tickets three months in ad-
vance and sell the packs of lot-
tery tickets according to each 
quota for the entire year. The 
agents will get their permit 
revoked for any non-compli-
ance. The State will seize the 
deposits. They need to make a 
deposit depending on the num-
ber of ticket packs by 4 March 
2025. They will get cancelled 
from the dealers’ list upon fail-
ing to act the rules.  — NN/KK

“Compared to the prices of 
imported fuel, this price is low-
er, which will help support the 
motorcycles and tricycles used 
by the public. RON 68 petrol can 
be used in homes, businesses, 
offices, generators, and boats.

to the public, we can use it with 
confidence,” said Daw Yin Yin 
Aung, Director of the Myan-
ma Petrochemical Enterprise

In addition, a State-owned 
filling station in Bago Region 
and a State-owned petrol station 
in Shan State will begin distrib-
uting and selling locally pro-
duced Octane 68 commencing in 
January, with plans underway to 
continue its sale at State-owned 
fuel stations across the country.

Expansion in soyabean plantations 
can help ensure the country’s edible oil 
security as well as income growth for 
farmers, according to the Agriculture 
Department. 

Soyabean can be grown in May as a 
monsoon crop, in August and September 
as a mid-monsoon crop, from mid-Octo-
ber to mid-November as a winter crop 
and in February as an early-monsoon 
crop, and the soil should be moist fully 
to grow the crop. – Thit Taw/ZS

THE Central Bank of Myanmar (CBM) 
injected US$52 million, 1.2 million and 
5.3 million Thai baht in the first week of 
January 2025. 

It sold over $2.15 million on 7 Janu-
ary, $25 million and 2.8 million baht on 6 
January, 510,000 yuan on 3 January, $25 
million, over 670,000 yuan and 2.45 million 
baht on 2 January. 

CBM pumped $144 million, 321 million 
baht and over 12 million yuan in Decem-
ber 2024, over $59 million, over 280 million 
baht and 8.78 million yuan in November 
and over $91 million, over 610 million baht 
and 9.8 million yuan in October into the 
financial market. 

CBM aims to curb the instability in 
the foreign exchange market and the cur-
rency devaluation. According to CBM’s 
notification on 15 March, it has been join-
ing hands with law enforcement agencies 
to combat and prosecute those who at-
tempt to manipulate the currency market 
under the existing laws. CBM allowed 
authorized dealers (private banks) to 
operate online foreign exchange trading 
freely as per the market rate depending 
on supply and demand, starting from 5 
December 2023. — NN/KK

France’s CPI set to 
increase by 1.3% in 
Dec 2024

FRANCE’S consumer 
price index (CPI) is ex-
pected to rise by 1.3 per 
cent year-on-year in De-
cember 2024, the French 
National Institute of 
Statistics and Econom-
ic Studies (INSEE) an-
nounced on Tuesday.

In its preliminary re-
port, INSEE noted that 
the December CPI should 
increase at the same pace 
as in November. The in-
stitute explained that a 
slight rebound in energy 
prices should be offset by 
a more marked fall in the 
prices of manufactured 
goods, and by a slowdown 
in food prices.

Over the year, the 
prices of services and to-
bacco should move at the 
same rates as the previ-
ous month, the institute 
added.

Mathieu Plane, depu-
ty director of the Analysis 
and Forecasting Depart-
ment at the French Eco-
nomic Observatory, said 
high inflation is now “well 
and truly past” in France.

An unexpected de-
cline in energy prices in 
2024 made it possible for 
France to escape high 
inflation rates “a little 
earlier than expected”, 
Plane told Le Monde 
newspaper.

In the latest econom-
ic outlook published in De-
cember 2024 by France’s 
central bank, Banque de 
France (BdF), headline 
inflation in France was 
revised downwards due 
to lower oil prices and an 
unexpected slowdown in 
prices of manufactured 
goods and services. — 
Xinhua

Australian inflation  
rises to 2.3%
AUSTRALIA’S annu-
al rate of inflation rose 
slightly in the year to 
November, new official 
figures have revealed. 
According to the new 
data, which was pub-
lished on Wednesday by 
the Australian Bureau of 
Statistics, the consumer 
price index (CPI) — the 
headline measure of in-
flation — rose by 2.3 per 
cent in the 12 months to 
November 2024. It marks 
a slight acceleration from 
the 2.1 per cent CPI in-

crease reported in the 
year to October 2024. The 
Australian Bureau of Sta-
tistics identified spending 
on food and drink, alcohol 
and tobacco and recrea-
tion as the major drivers 
of inflation over the 12 
months to November.

Food and non-alco-
holic beverage prices rose 
by 2.9 per cent, alcohol 
and tobacco prices by 6.7 
per cent and recreation 
and culture prices by 3.2 
per cent in that period. — 
Xinhua

CHINESE tech powerhouse 
Tencent and leading battery 
maker CATL are disputing their 
inclusions on a US Department 
of Defence (DoD) blacklist over 
allegations of them aiding Chi-
na’s military, with both compa-
nies describing these designa-
tions as mistakes.

“Tencent’s inclusion on this 
list is clearly a mistake,” the 
company said in a statement 
to Xinhua on Tuesday, rejecting 
such labelling and affirming that 
it is “not a military company or 
supplier”.

Tencent added that this list-

ing has no impact on its busi-
ness. However, it will work with 
relevant US authorities to re-
solve the “misunderstanding.”

CATL also called the desig-
nation a “mistake”, saying it 
“has never engaged in any mil-
itary-related business or activ-
ities”.

The battery maker said in 
a statement to Xinhua that the 
inclusion does not restrict CATL 
from conducting business with 
entities other than the DoD and 
is expected to have no substan-
tially adverse impact on its busi-
ness. — Xinhua

EUROPE is grappling with a powerful wave 
of extreme winter weather, including heavy 
snow, sleet, and storms, which has disrupted 

transportation and infrastructure across the 
continent, leaving travellers stranded and local 
communities struggling to manage the chaos.

In Germany, the winter weather caused 
significant disturbances to air and rail trans-
port over the weekend. At Berlin Brandenburg 
Airport, the number of arrivals was cut in half 
on Sunday evening due to the threat of sleet, 
with landings limited to just 20 planes per hour. 
Frankfurt Airport cancelled 120 of its 1,090 sched-
uled flights on Sunday, while Munich Airport 
operated with only one runway for much of the 
day, rescheduling 750 flights and cancelling 35 
as a precaution. Rail services across Germany, 
including in Frankfurt, also experienced wide-
spread delays and cancellations. — Xinhua

NEW Swiss President Karin 
Keller-Sutter said on Tuesday 
that she has told Ukrainian 
President Volodymyr Zelen-
skyy that Bern was ready to act 
as an mediator in the Ukraine 
settlement process.

“During today’s phone call 
with [Ukrainian] President 
Zelenskyy, I assured him of 

[Switzerland’s] ongoing sup-
port for Ukraine — most nota-
bly through our many long-term 
humanitarian and reconstruc-
tion projects, plus our willing-
ness to contribute to the peace 
process via Switzerland’s good 
offices,” the president said  
on X. 

In June, Putin proposed 

initiatives for a peaceful reso-
lution of the conflict in Ukraine. 

According to his plan, 
Moscow would immediately 
cease hostilities and express 
readiness for negotiations once 
Ukrainian forces withdraw 
from the territories of Russia’s 
newly integrated regions. —

EU Council President speaks to PM Modi

EUROPEAN Council President Antonio Costa held a telephonic 
conversation with Prime Minister Narendra Modi on Tuesday, where 
Antonio Costa called India one of the European Union’s (EU) main 
global partners and emphasized that it was time to strengthen ties 
and engage in a new strategic agenda.

Costa recalled his meeting with PM Modi during the Pravasi 
Bharatiya Divas in 2017 and expressed anticipation for the upcoming 
EU-India Summit, which is scheduled to take place later this year.

Indian Prime Minister Narendra Modi and European Union Pres-
ident Antonio Costa discussed strengthening the India-EU strategic 
partnership in a recent call. Costa emphasized the importance of India 
as a global partner and expressed his eagerness to boost relations 
with a new strategic agenda. Modi agreed, highlighting shared areas 
of collaboration including technology, green energy, digital space, 
trade, and investments. — ANI 

Both companies stated that the designations 
will not significantly affect their business 
operations and that they will work with US 
authorities to resolve the issue.

Mt Qomolangma reports no geological 
disasters after Xizang quake
No geological disasters, such as avalanches, have been observed so 
far on Mount Qomolangma, the world’s highest peak, after a 6.8-mag-
nitude earthquake jolted Dingri County in southwest China’s Xizang 
Autonomous Region on Tuesday, scientists said.

Casualties and house collapses have been reported in Dingri, 
which is home to the northern base camp of Mount Qomolangma.

Mount Qomolangma was not affected by the earthquake, and 
no obvious icefalls, avalanches or geological changes were observed, 
according to Ma Weiqiang, director of Mount Qomolangma Atmos-
phere and Environment Comprehensive Observation and Research 
Station under the Chinese Academy of Sciences. — Xinhua

Vinicius available as Real Madrid 
prepares for Supercup semi
REAL Madrid has forward Vin-
icius Jr available for its Span-
ish Supercup semifinal against 
Mallorca on Thursday, after the 
Brazilian was given a two-game 
ban in La Liga for his sending 
off against Valencia last week.

Vinicius committed a clear 
aggression against Valencia 
goalkeeper Stole Dimitrievski 
in the game, and then had to be 
hauled down the tunnel to the 
dressing room as he protested 
the subsequent red card he was 
shown. However, despite ag-
gression usually being punished 
with a 4-12 game suspension, a 
ban of just two matches will be 
served in the league, meaning 
he can take part in the show-
case event.

The news means Vinicius is 
certain to start as Real Madrid 
plays last season's beaten Cup 
finalist, with the winner to face 
either Athletic Bilbao or Barce-
lona in Sunday's final.

Real Madrid coach Carlo 
Ancelotti has almost a full squad 

available after resting key play-
ers for Monday's 5-0 Copa del 
Rey win away to fourth-tier De-
portiva Minera.

Kylian Mbappe, Jude 
Bellingham and Rodrygo are 
also likely to feature as Madrid 
aims to continue the positive 
form that has taken it to the 
top of La Liga. Mbappe looks 
to be approaching the form that 
made Madrid work so hard to 

complete his signing, while Bell-
ingham has also shaken off the 
heavy legs that seemed to affect 
him after a busy summer.

In defence, Ancelotti has 
to choose between Fran Garcia 
and Ferland Mendy at left-back, 
while Lucas Vazquez is favour-
ite to start on the right, with 
Antonio Rudiger and Aurelien 
Tchouameni in central defence.

France coach Deschamps 
says will leave after  
2026 World Cup

FRANCE'S 2018 World Cup-win-
ning coach Didier Deschamps 
announced on Wednesday he will 
leave his post after the 2026 tour-
nament in North America.

"It will be 2026," Deschamps 
told French broadcaster TF1. "I 
have been there since 2012, it is 
planned that I will be there until 
2026... the next World Cup. "It will 
end there because it has to end at 

some point. It's clear in my mind.
"I have done my time, with 

the same desire, the same pas-
sion to keep the France team 
at the highest level, but 2026 is 
good." Deschamps, 56, led France 
to World Cup glory in Russia in 
2018 and guided them to the final 
of the 2022 World Cup in Qatar 
where they lost to Lionel Messi's 
Argentina on penalties. — AFP

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CHINA has made significant strides in lithi-
um exploration, emerging as the world’s sec-
ond-largest holder of lithium reserves.

The China Geological Survey under the Min-
istry of Natural Resources said Wednesday that 
the country’s lithium reserves have increased 
from six per cent to 16.5 per cent of the global 
total, propelling it from sixth to second place in 
the world rankings.

A world-class spodumene-type lithium belt 
spanning 2,800 kilometres in west China has 
been discovered. The lithium resources found 
in the Qinghai-Xizang Plateau’s salt lakes have 
also seen substantial growth, positioning China 
as the third-largest salt lake lithium resource 
base globally.

Moreover, Chinese researchers have over-
come significant technical challenges in extract-
ing lithium from lepidolite, a mineral with high 
lithium content that has been difficult and costly 
to process. — Xinhua
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Chinese tech giants deny

NIHON Hidankyo, the Japanese 
atomic bomb survivors’ group 
that won last year’s Nobel Peace 

Prize, urged the government on Wednes-
day to participate as an observer at a con-
vention of signatories to a UN nuclear 
weapons ban treaty, but said Prime Minis-
ter Shigeru Ishiba remained noncommittal 
during a meeting in Tokyo.

The group’s co-chair Terumi Tanaka 
said the roughly 30-minute sit-down with 
the prime minister, held to congratulate the 
group on the prize, “did not yield results” 
on the issue. Another attendee, Toshiyuki 
Mimaki, described Ishiba’s reticence as 
“regrettable”.

Japan’s top government spokesman 
Yoshimasa Hayashi said the government 
will examine how to take a “realistic and 
practical” approach in response to the 
group’s call for Japan, the only country 
to have experienced nuclear attacks, to 

attend the gathering of signatories to the 
UN Treaty on the Prohibition of Nuclear 
Weapons in March in New York.

Komeito party chief Tetsuo Saito, who 
was also at the meeting, quoted Ishiba as 
only saying at the meeting he is aware 

that “there is a view” that Japan should 
participate.

“It was an occasion rather for the 
prime minister to explain his views on 
defense and security, and we did not have 
time to respond. We want (the govern-

ment) to set up another meeting,” Tanaka 
told reporters.

This year marks the 80th anniversary 
of the US atomic bombings of Hiroshima 
and Nagasaki in the final days of World 
War II. — Kyodo

US President-elect Donald Trump 
has refused to rule out the use of 
military force to take control of 
the Panama Canal and Greenland, 
and “economic force” to acquire 
Canada, CNN reported.

While addressing a press con-
ference at Mar-a-Lago in Florida 
on Tuesday (local time), Trump 
was asked whether he would rule 
out using “military or economic 
coercion” to achieve his goal of 
gaining those territories.

He responded, “No, I can’t as-
sure you on either of those two, 
but I can say this, we need them 

for economic security.” Trump said 
Denmark should give up its con-
trol of Greenland or it would face 
high tariffs. He suggested people 
of Greenland could vote for inde-
pendence or to become the part 
of the United States.

He said, “I’m talking about 
protecting the free world.” Since 
his election, Trump has expressed 
interest in controlling the Panama 
Canal and Greenland, even sug-
gesting using military force. He 
later clarified he would only use 
“economic force” against Cana-
da. — ANI
