Kaung Myat Aung Kyaw com-
panies using K571.452 million 
of the 2024-2025 financial year 
State budget.

DURING the festival season of 
the Mann Shwesettaw pagoda 
in Minbu Township, Magway 
Region, visitors can observe 
and learn about nature of star 
tortoises and golden deer at the 
wildlife sanctuary, according 
to the board of trustees of the 
Shwesettaw pagoda.

The programme for breed-
ing star tortoises began in 2004 
through a collaboration between 
the Forest Department, Wild-
life Group, and Turtle Survival 
Group. Golden deer were in-
troduced to the sanctuary in 
2012, with five males and seven 
females sourced from the Sa-
fari Park in Nay Pyi Taw, and 
Lawkananda Park in Bagan.

“Star tortoises and golden 
deer are listed as endangered 
species. Myanmar’s golden deer 
are endemic to our country, 
making them very rare. Special 
care is needed to ensure their 
breeding and increase their pop-

ulation. During the Shwesettaw 
pagoda festival and the open 
season, visitors to landmarks in 
Minbu Township can also learn 
about native species, including 
Myanmar’s golden deer and star 

tortoises,” said U Thein Hlaing, 
vice chairperson of the Shweset-
taw pagoda board of trustees.

The wildlife sanctuary is 
located three miles west of the 
Shwesettaw pagoda, beyond the 

Hlaytin Bridge. In addition to 
star tortoises and golden deer, 
it is home to a variety of spe-
cies, including various mam-
mals, amphibious animals, 
and birds. Species such as the 
Spotted Dove, White-eyed River 
Martin, Myanmar Bulbul, and 
White-throated Kingfisher can 
also be found, although some 
have already become extinct, 
according to the Shwesettaw 
pagoda trustees. — Zeyar Htet

Crackdown on illegal trade: Timber, 
industrial materials, consumer goods, 
foodstuff and unregistered vehicles

EFFORTS to combat illegal 
trade, supervised by the Ille-
gal Trade Eradication Steering 
Committee, are being made 
effectively in accordance with 
the law. 

On 31 October, combined 
teams under the management 
of the Customs Department 
seized four kinds of industri-
al materials (estimated value 
of K182 million) without legal 
documents from five contain-
ers at the Asia World contain-
er checkpoint and one kind of 

Drugs seized in various townships

ACCORDING to the Myanmar 
Police Force, drugs were seized 
in various townships including 
Tatkon, Kyaikto and Namsang. 

A combine squad from an-
ti-narcotic unit of the Myanmar 
Police Force inspected a motor-
bike driven by Aung Zaw Min 
(aka) Aung Min near Thaphan-
chaung Village in Tatkon Town-
ship on 2 November and seized 
9,750 tablets of stimulant drugs.

On 1 November, another 
team also inspected a Toyota Pas-
so driven by Aye Min Paing near 
Mayanchaung Village in Kyaikto 
Township and seized a total of 
200,000 tablets of stimulant drugs.

Again on 2 November, the 
team also inspected the house 
of Ye Yint Aung located in Ward 
4 in Namsang and seized 1,400 
stimulant tablets. Consequent-
ly, the team also inspected the 
house of Myo Win Tun (aka) Ko 
Lin in Ward 4 and the house of 
Ma Yee located in Villate-tract 5 
and seized 6,000 tablets and 4,200 
tablets respectively. 

Moreover, the Myanmar 
Police Force reported that there 
were seizures of drugs in the 
townships of Thazi, Kengtung 

industrial material (estimat-
ed value of over K130 mil-
lion) which could not show 
the proper documents from 
three containers at Myan-
mar Industrial Port. Action 
was taken according to the 
Customs procedures. 

Besides, on 1 November, 
a combined team under the 
management of Shan State 
Illegal Trade Eradication 
Task Force made inspections 
near Ywangan crossroad and 
confiscated twenty-two kinds 
of industrial materials, two 
kinds of consumer goods, one 
kind of foodstuff (estimated 
value of over K207 million) 
without official documents 
from three Hino Ranger 
trucks (estimated value of 
K120 million). 

The action was taken in 
accordance with the Cus-
toms procedures. 

On 2 and 3 November, a 
combined squad under the 

management of Sagaing Re-
gion Illegal Trade Eradica-
tion Task Force seized one 
unregistered Toyota Crown 
and one unregistered JAC 
truck (estimated value of K32 
million) at the Yadanabon 
checkpoint.

Moreover, on 3 Novem-
ber, a combined team under 
the management of Bago 
Region Illegal Trade Eradi-
cation Task Force inspected 
1.193 tonnes of illegal teak 
timber (estimated value of 
over K1 million) in the Bago 
District and the action was 
taken under the Forest Law. 

Therefore, on 31 October, 
1, 2 and 3 November, there 
were 16 arrests with the 
value of illegal goods seized 
amounting to approximate-
ly K674.595 million, reported 
by the Illegal Trade Eradi-
cation Steering Committee.

The non-stale robes will be of-
fered to the pagoda in the morn-
ing of the full moon day, while 
9,000 oil lamps are planned to 
be lit in the evening of the same 
day, followed by the releasing 
hot-air balloons in the parking 
lot to the northern archway of 
the pagoda.

At the hot-air balloon festi-
val, revellers will be entertained 
by traditional dances, including 
the Toenaya dance performed to 
the melody of a Shan traditional 
drum troupe.

Bike sales expected to pick 
up from this November
BICYCLE sales are expected to improve starting from November, 
according to data collected from the bicycle trading market. 

The best season for bicycle sales has started since November 
after a somewhat slow market.

 “The current sales are a bit slow, but starting from November, 
the beginning of the cold season, to April and May of school open-
ing period is the best season for the bicycles. Especially, mountain 
bikes for adults. In December, parents buy these bikes for their 
children. From now to April, May and June, it is the best season 
for bike sales,” said Ko Yan Naung Soe, the owner of Danatheikdi 
Japan-made Bicycle and Spare Parts Trading in Insein township.

People chose bicycles to ride in the areas where motorcycles 
have been restricted since 2023 such as Hlinethaya, Shwepyitha, 
North Okkalapa, Htaukkyant, and Hmawby, leading to a good outlook 
for bicycle market.

“With more arrests of motorcycles last year in some areas, it 
seems to be replaced by bicycles. For example, people could ride 
motorcycles in Hlinethaya, Shwepyitha, North Okkalapa, Htaukkyant, 
and Hmawby before. When it has been banned since last year, people 
chose bicycles. Sales increased by 40 per cent. The bicycle market 
became more active last year,” he explained.  — Thit Taw/ZN

Japanese companies to recruit 
around 1,400 Myanmar workers

MORE than 430 Japanese com-
panies will recruit around 1,400 
Myanmar workers, according to 
a statement on demand letters 
issued by the Myanmar Embas-
sy to Japan.

The embassy has managed 
timely verifications of demand 
letters received from the Min-
istry of Labour via the Ministry 
of Foreign Affairs, it said. It ver-
ifies whether labour supervi-

sory companies and factories 
or companies that offer jobs in 
Japan are officially established 
and re-submits its findings and 
remarks to the Ministry of La-
bour through the Ministry of 
Foreign Affairs.  About 431 
demand letters are submitted 
to the Ministry of Foreign Af-
fairs after verification until 11 
September 2024. According to 
the report, up to 430 Japanese 
companies would offer jobs to 
more than 300 Myanmar male 
workers and more than 1,000 
Myanmar female workers. 
The embassy’s statement on 
15 October said more than 400 
Japanese companies would re-
cruit more than 1,400 Myanmar 
workers. — MT/ZS

IN the country’s economic 
sector, the trade sector is an 
important part, and it can be 

said that it is a major sector that 
provides the country’s tax rev-
enue. While the State is making 
policies for developing the trade 
sector, it must take action to pre-
vent economic fraud. On the oth-
er hand, greedy businesspeople, 
regardless of the interests of the 
State and the people, find ways to 
trade through illegal imports and 
exports. Among the definitions of 
various interpretations regarding 
unlawful trade, “the production of 
illicit goods as defined by interna-
tional law, purchasing, shipping, 
migration, transferring, accept-
ing, keeping in hand or distribu-
tion and any conduct intended to 
encourage such activities is de-
fined as illegal trade by the World 
Trade Organization.”

Illegal trade hinders national 
economic development and peo-
ple’s socioeconomic development 
activities and results in the loss 
of tax revenues that should be 
available to the State. In addition, 
the loss of market for the goods 

produced by the domestic micro, 
small and medium enterprises 
due to the lack of fair competition 
in the market is a major threat to 
the long-term survival of domestic 
manufacturing enterprises. The 
increase in illegal trade has led to 
high commodity prices, financial 
instability, and national security, 
as well as affecting law and order. 
Illegal trade must be effective-
ly prevented as a national duty. 
Regarding unlawful trade, in the 
World Illegal Trade Index released 
in 2018, Myanmar ranked 82nd out 
of 84 countries with only 23 points. 
The Global Illegal Trade Status 
Index is known to be measured 
by four indicators such as govern-
ment policy, supply and demand, 
transparent trade, and customs 
procedures. Regarding the in-
crease in the global illegal trade 
situation due to Myanmar’s illegal 
trade, the “Steering Committee 
on Countering Illegal Trade” was 
re-organized in December 2021, 
aiming to coordinate with the 
relevant departments in order 
to promote inter-departmental 
cooperation at the national level 

and to receive the full tax through 
the reduction of illegal trade. The 
Steering Committee on Counter-
ing Illegal Trade also implement-
ed its tasks at a rapid pace without 
delay for the benefit of the country 

and the people. The purpose and 
duties of the Steering Committee 
on Countering Illegal Trade are 
very good. To ensure no loss of 
the State’s tax revenue, no entry 
of food products that are not suit-

able for consumption, low-quality 
consumer goods, illegal drugs and 
imports and exports of prohibited 
goods into the country, the com-
mittee has carried out effective 
preventions.

Since illegal trade has been 
rooted and flourishing for dec-
ades, effective anti-illegal trade 
operations can only be prevented 
by the participation of the entire 
public. At present, some people 
with the spirit of responsible citi-
zenship are reporting illegal trade 
activities. Information about the 
sender is also kept confidential. 
According to reports, 20 per cent 
of the money obtained from the 
collection of fines on the illegal 
goods intercepted or seized as 
public funds and sold at auction 
(for example – K20 million if it 
is K100 million) is being secretly 
awarded to whistleblowers in ac-
cordance with the procedure of 
the Union Government’s Notice 
70/2020. In addition, the existing 
Union Tax Law exempts the re-
ward money obtained from the 
seizure of illegal goods and the 
reward money for whistleblowers 
from paying income tax. There 
were 3,642 cases that reached the 
reward level and were awarded, 
including 333 cases that were 
arrested due to reports from 
responsible citizens. It is known 

that K1,430.260 million has been 
awarded to whistleblowers. It is 
also learned that the remaining 
cases are being under-processed 
to reward as soon as possible. I 
believe that if there is more partic-
ipation from the public in report-
ing, we can prevent and control 
illegal trade with more effective 
measures. Although some peo-
ple want to report, they do not 
know the right place and person 
to report. Some people keep si-
lent because they are afraid of 
being harmed by unscrupulous 
and greedy businessmen.

In order to combat Illegal 
trade, the Steering Committee 
publicized contact numbers and 
email addresses in national news-
papers, MRTV and FM Radio to 
report and complain about illegal 
trade.

Furthermore, any report can 
also be made by phone, letters, 
email, or in person with confi-
dence to the special groups com-
batting illegal trade in respective 
regions and states. 

The word ‘whistleblower’ can 
be considered as a person who 

reports complete and accurate in-
formation of apprehending prohib-
ited or duty-evading or attempting 
to evade duty or duty-free goods. 
It is known that the information 
about the whistleblower is kept 
confidential so that the whistle-
blowers do not have to worry, and 
the relevant departments receiv-
ing the information also provide 
assurances for the whistleblower. 
If we can effectively prevent illegal 
trade due to whistle-blowing com-
plaints, we will be able to prevent 
the above-mentioned damage to 
the public interest and loss of tax 
revenue that the State should re-
ceive.

Therefore, as the Steering 
Committee on Eradicating Ille-
gal Trade is laying down and im-
plementing effective strategies 
to reduce and eliminate illegal 
trade, we urge the citizens to join 
together as a national duty to pre-
vent illegal trade that harms the 
country’s economic sector and 
the socioeconomic development 
of the people and proudly receive 
the reward awarded by the State.

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UN nature summit agrees on body 
for Indigenous representation
The world’s largest nature protection conference in Cali, Co-
lombia, established a permanent body to represent Indigenous 
peoples under the UN biodiversity convention.

THE world’s biggest nature 
protection conference agreed 
in Cali, Colombia on Friday to 
create a permanent body to 
represent the interests of Indig-
enous people under the UN’s 
biodiversity convention.

Representatives of Indige-
nous peoples, many in traditional 
dress and headgear, broke out in 
cheers and chants as 196 coun-
tries agreed on a “subsidiary 
body” dedicated to “matters of 
relevance to Indigenous peoples 
and local communities”.

It was the first major break-
through for the 16th Conference 
of Parties (COP16) to the UN’s 
Convention on Biodiversity, 
which opened in Cali nearly two 
weeks ago and went deep into 
extra time Friday as delegates 
clashed on ways to raise funding 
for plans to preserve nature.

“This is an unprecedented 
moment in the history of mul-
tilateral agreements on the 
environment,” an overjoyed 
Camila Romero, an Indigenous 
representative from Chile, told 

delegates after the adoption at 
the summit, themed “Peace with 
Nature”.

“Parties have recognized 
the constant need for our full 
and effective participation, our 
knowledge and innovations, 
technology and traditional prac-
tices”, she added.

Delegates also agreed on a 
specific role for Afro-descendent 
communities in the new subsid-
iary body, though a number of 
details have yet to be ironed out. 
—  AFP

Anger at government grows in ground zero of Spain floods
FOUR days after terrifying 
floods razed towns in eastern 
Spain, frustration at the state’s 
response is growing among 
some despairing residents.

“They’ve abandoned us,” 
said Charo de la Rosa as she 
joined dozens of people queue-
ing outside the only surviving 
pharmacy in Alfafar, a devastat-
ed suburb of Spain’s third city 
Valencia.

“I know of dead and missing 
people… they are neighbours, 
people you love, you grew up with 
them… and their cruel death 

could have been avoided,” the 
hospitality employee told AFP.

Prime Minister Pedro 
Sanchez vowed on Wednesday 
that his government would not 
“abandon” the victims as the 
enormity of the catastrophe be-
came clear. At least 211 people 
have been killed and dozens are 
still missing, according to the 
latest toll.

In the wake of devastating 
floods, Spanish Prime Minister 
Sanchez admitted the govern-
ment’s response has been inad-
equate, deploying an additional 

10,000 soldiers and police. 
In towns like Alfafar and 

Sedavi, residents face immense 
destruction, with mud-covered 
cars blocking streets and homes 
filled with debris. Locals, like 
66-year-old Estrella Caceres, ex-
pressed frustration at the lack 
of official aid, emphasizing that 
volunteers have been their only 
support. — AFP

Judge tosses New York 
plastic pollution lawsuit 
against PepsiCo

A New York Supreme Court 
justice has thrown out an en-
vironmental pollution lawsuit 
against PepsiCo, in a blow to 
authorities in the US state who 
wanted the beverage giant to 
rein in its use of single-use 
plastics.

New York Attorney Gen-
eral Letitia James had sued 
the company last year, seeking 
a finding that it contributed 
to a “public nuisance” in the 
Buffalo River with its products.

She also sought an order 
that the company cease the 
sale of single-use plastic on 
goods that do not warn of their 
environmental ills.

A survey conducted by At-
torney General Letitia James’ 

office revealed that PepsiCo’s 
plastic packaging is the leading 
contributor to plastic pollution 
in the Buffalo River, surpassing 
McDonald’s by three times. 

However, Justice Emilio 
Colaiavoco dismissed the law-
suit against Pepsi, labeling the 
claims as “speculative” and 
attributing the littering to indi-
vidual consumers rather than 
the company. 

He emphasized that 
without legislative action or 
executive orders establishing 
liability, the lawsuit was merely 
“policy idealism”. PepsiCo ex-
pressed satisfaction with the 
ruling, reaffirming its commit-
ment to plastic reduction and 
recycling.  — AFP

Vice President Kamala Harris surprised viewers with a comedic 
appearance on “Saturday Night Live,” playfully mocking Donald 
Trump and her own public persona.

US Vice President Kamala 
Harris wrapped a day on the 
campaign trail Saturday with a 
surprise appearance on “Satur-
day Night Live,” mocking her 
presidential election rival Don-
ald Trump on the sketch show.

Appearing in the long-run-
ning series’s “cold open” — the 
sketch before the opening titles 
— Harris appeared as her own 
reflection in a dressing room 
mirror, joining in good-natured 

mockery of her laughter and 
playing on her own name for 
laughs.

Harris, who was appearing 
on SNL for the first time, has 
been portrayed by Maya Rudolph 
as “America’s fun aunt’ — an 
interpretation that Harris her-
self has proudly shared on social 
media and gushed about on TV.

The New York studio broke 
into raucous applause as Harris 
came onscreen and immediately 

began making fun of Trump’s re-
cent photo op in a garbage truck, 
after he almost fell over as he 
was trying to get into it.

“I’m here to remind you, 
you got this because you can do 
something you cannot do — you 
can open doors,” Harris joked.

The vice president giggled 
as Rudolph roasted her for her 
distinctive laugh, which Repub-
licans refer to as a “cackle.” —

Argentine LGBTQ march targets 
Milei’s ‘discriminatory’ laws
AN annual LGBTQ Pride 
march in Buenos Aires drew 
thousands of participants 
Saturday, with speeches and 
banners targeting austerity 
policies of far-right President 
Javier Milei that the group 
says are discriminatory.

Shells to surfboards: how wildlife has adapted to plastic
A hermit crab trundles across a 
beach in Japan’s Okinawa, carrying 
its home on its back: not a shell, 
but a disintegrating plastic yellow 
measuring spoon.

The crab is far from alone. 
Plastic waste has become so per-
vasive in the natural environment 

that it is fundamentally changing 
the ways animals live and travel, 
according to scientists. Plastic pol-
lution is driving remarkable adap-
tations in wildlife, with numerous 
species incorporating plastic waste 
into their habitats. Each year, ap-
proximately 435 million tonnes of 
plastic are produced globally, and 
around 22 million tonnes find their 
way into the environment, accord-
ing to the Organization for Econom-
ic Cooperation and Development. 

One striking example involves 
hermit crabs, which have been ob-
served using plastic items, such as 
bottle necks and detergent caps, as 
shells. This behaviour has been doc-
umented worldwide, highlighting 
how these crabs adapt to a dimin-
ishing supply of natural shells due 
to declining mollusc populations. 
Researchers suggest that the abun-
dance of plastic may make it ener-
getically easier for hermit crabs to 
use artificial materials. — AFP

‘Brat’ named word of the year 
by Collins dictionary

BRAT, redefined by singer Charli XCX and embraced by Kamala 
Harris’ supporters, was declared Collins Word of the Year 2024.

Brat, the word redefined by singer Charli XCX and adopted 
by supporters of US presidential candidate Kamala Harris, was 
on Friday named the Collins Word of the Year 2024.

“Brat” was the name of the UK singer’s hit sixth album, and 
the word has now come to represent a “confident, independent, 
and hedonistic attitude”, said Collins, rather than simply a term 
for a badly-behaved child.

“Inspired by the Charli XCX album, ‘brat’ has become one of 
the most talked about words of 2024,” said the UK-based dictionary.

“More than a hugely successful album, ‘brat’ is a cultural 
phenomenon that has resonated with people globally, and ‘brat 
summer’ established itself as an aesthetic and a way of life,” it 
added. The 32-year-old pop star, whose real name is Charlotte 
Emma Aitchison, described the typical brat girl as someone “who 
is a little messy and likes to party and maybe says some dumb 
things sometimes, who feels herself, but then also maybe has a 
breakdown, but kind of parties through it”.

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Japan trade houses push for locally farmed 
salmon as imports to peak
Major Japanese trade houses, led by Marubeni Corp., are promoting land-based salmon farming 
to boost supply as imports peak.

MAJOR Japanese trade hous-
es, led by Marubeni Corp., have 
been pushing for the land-based 
farming of salmon, a popular 
type of sushi and sashimi, in Ja-
pan, as supply from Norway is 
starting to peak.

In October, Marubeni start-
ed selling salmon to supermar-
kets and fishmongers that was 
farmed by its Norwegian part-
ner, Proximar Seafood AS, at a 
plant in Oyama, Shizuoka Pre-
fecture near Mt Fuji.

Under an exclusive distri-
bution agreement Marubeni 
signed with Proximar in 2022, 

the trading house plans to ship 
4,700 tonnes by 2025 and raise 
the figure to 5,300 tonnes by 2027, 
when the plant becomes fully 
operational.

“In the future, Marubeni 
will consider exporting salmon 
to neighbouring countries that 
highly value Japanese food prod-
ucts,” Marubeni said in a press 
release.

Land-based salmon farming 
has its merits, such as being less 
susceptible to parasites and red 
tide, and preventing feces of the 
fish from polluting the sea.

Norway is a major sup-

plier of salmon to Japan but it 
has been struggling to meet 
demand, as suitable areas for 
sea-farming, its mainstream aq-
uaculture method, are reaching 
their limits.

Among Marubeni’s rivals, 
Mitsubishi Corp. has partnered 
with fishery processing com-
pany, Maruha Nichiro Corp., 
to start land-based farming of 
salmon at a plant in Nyuzen in 
Toyama Prefecture on the Sea 
of Japan coast from 2025. It aims 
to start shipments from 2027 and 
onwards, of 2,500 tonnes a year.

Iraq reduces oil exports to 3.3 
mln barrels per day

 IRAQ’S Oil Ministry said Friday 
that the country has reduced its 
oil production and cut its crude 
exports to 3.3 million barrels per 
day, in line with its commitment 
to the OPEC+ agreement on 
output cuts.

“We confirm that Iraq has 
lowered its oil production and 
reduced its exports to 3.3 million 
barrels per day, along with lim-

iting domestic consumption,” 
the ministry said in a statement.

According to official data, 
the country’s daily oil export 
volume was approximately 3.43 
million barrels earlier this year.

The statement said the re-
duction will continue in the com-
ing months to ensure output is 
within Iraq’s OPEC+ specified 
quota and to compensate for 

exceeding the quota during pre-
vious months.

The statement stressed 
that the cut in production and 
exports is aimed at support-
ing balance and stability in the 
global crude oil market. Iraq’s 
economy heavily relies on crude 
oil exports, which account for 
about 90 per cent of the coun-
try’s revenues. — Xinhua

US restaurant chain TGI 
Fridays files for bankruptcy

CASUAL American dining chain 
TGI Fridays filed for Chapter 11 
bankruptcy on Saturday in the 
US state of Texas, a company 
statement said.

The bar and grill chain — 
known for serving up hamburg-
ers, chicken wings and signature 
cocktails — said its dozens of 
restaurants in the United States 
and abroad would remain open 
to customers while the company 
uses the restructuring process to 
“explore strategic alternatives in 
order to ensure the long-term 
viability of the brand”.

TGI Fridays Inc, which filed 
for bankruptcy, owns and oper-

ates 39 restaurants in the United 
States.

Not included in the Chapter 
11 process are 56 franchise TGI 
Friday’s locations in the United 
States and 40 other countries, 
which are independently owned, 
the firm said.

“The next steps announced 
today are difficult but neces-
sary actions to protect the best 
interests of our stakeholders, 
including our domestic and in-
ternational franchisees and our 
valued team members around 
the world,” executive chairman 
Rohit Manocha said in the state-
ment. — AFP

Foreign investment 
commitments reach 
NPR 16.4 billion in 
Nepal
NEPAL has witnessed a 
significant surge in for-
eign investment commit-
ments, totalling NPR 16.4 
billion in the first quarter 
of the current fiscal year, 
which runs from Septem-
ber to October.

According to the De-
partment of Industry, this 
figure includes a notable 
NPR 3.45 billion in pledg-
es made during Septem-
ber alone, the Kathman-
du Post reported.

Among these com-
mitments,  NPR 150 
million was pledged for 
21 industries through 
the automatic approval 
route, a system imple-
mented following the 
Third Nepal Investment 

Summit held in April. 
This streamlined pro-
cess aims to encourage 
foreign investors by 
reducing bureaucratic 
hurdles. An additional 
NPR 3.3 billion in pledg-
es was secured through 
the approval route for 34 
industries.

The tourism sector 
emerged as a leading re-
cipient of foreign invest-
ment, capturing 64 per 
cent of the total commit-
ments. This was followed 
by the services sector at 
24 per cent, manufactur-
ing at 7 per cent, agricul-
ture at 4 per cent, and in-
formation technology at 
1 per cent, reported the 
Kathmandu Post. — ANI

Reactor in Japan’s 2011 disaster area to stop 
just days after restart
A nuclear reactor in northeastern 
Japan will be halted just days after 
becoming the first one to restart 
in the region since the 2011 earth-
quake and tsunami disaster, the 
plant operator said Sunday, citing 
the need for checkups.

Tohoku Electric Power Co. 
said it has not confirmed any ab-
normalities in the No 2 reactor 
at the Onagawa plant in Miyagi 

Prefecture. 
The latest decision stemmed 

from a problem in sending in a 
device necessary to confirm the 
reactor’s condition.

The No 2 unit on Tuesday 
joined a dozen reactors in the 
country that have been reboot-
ed after meeting more stringent 
safety standards in the wake of 
the Fukushima Daiichi nuclear 

power plant accident, triggered by 
the quake-tsunami disaster that 
devastated coastal areas including 
in Miyagi Prefecture.

Tohoku Electric Power was 
planning to restart power gener-
ation and transmission on Sunday 
but decided to postpone it after 
failing to place the device to adjust 
the readings of a neutron detector 
inside the reactor.  — Kyodo

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Moldova vote pits pro-EU president 
against ex-prosecutor

UN sounds alarm over Israeli operations affecting 
Lebanon’s heritage sites

UN voices concern over Israeli military op-
erations harming civilians and damaging 
religious sites in Lebanon, violating inter-
national humanitarian law protections.

THE United Nations Human 
Rights Office voiced concern 
on Friday regarding the severe 
civilian impact of Israeli military 
operations in Lebanon, with a 
focus on damage to religious and 
cultural landmarks.

According to the UN office, 
since last October, Israel has de-
stroyed or heavily damaged at 
least 10 mosques and churches. 
It emphasized that under inter-
national law, attacks on religious 
sites are prohibited.

Expressing further concern 
over strikes near the UNES-
CO-listed ancient temple com-
plex in Baalbek, the UN noted 

that international humanitari-
an law mandates the protection 
of civilian sites, except where 
military use is confirmed. Even 
in such cases, it underscored, 
attacks must be proportionate 
and executed with caution.

Jeanine Hennis-Plass-
chaert, the UN special coordi-
nator for Lebanon, also warned 
on social media of risks to Leb-
anon’s heritage sites in Tyre and 
Baalbek, home to UNESCO-des-
ignated Roman ruins. “Leba-
non’s cultural heritage must not 
become another casualty in this 
devastating conflict,” she stated.

These tactics have 
sparked legal challenges, with 
accusations of violating elector-
al laws. Musk has also actively 
campaigned alongside Trump, 
making public appearances and 
emphasizing the stakes of the 
election, declaring it “the last 
election” if Trump loses. — AFP

German law easing legal gender change 
comes into force
GERMANS will be able to change their legal gender more easily from 
Friday thanks to a new law hailed as a “historic” step for the LGBTQ 
community.

Under the Gender Self-Determination Act, anyone will be able 
to change their name or legal gender by making a simple application 
to their local registry office.

The legislation replaces a law known as the Transsexuals Act 
dating back to the early 1980s, under which Germans who wanted to 
change their legal gender had to submit two psychological reports and 
wait for a court decision.  Some 15,000 people had already submitted 
applications to change their gender in advance of the law coming into 
force, according to Der Spiegel magazine. — AFP

"There are a lot of things I can im-
prove and achieve to be, say, a top-10 play-
er.

Separately, Switzerland's Viktorija 
Golubic defeated Rebecca Sramkova of 
Slovakia to clinch the Jiangxi Open in Chi-
na.

work with the Shenzhou-19 crew.

China launched the Shenzhou-19 
crewed spaceship on 30 October sending 
three astronauts Cai Xuzhe, Song Ling-
dong and Wang Haoze to its space station 
for another six-month mission.

Japan cybersecurity bill 
delayed amid postelection 
uncertainty

THE Japanese government is unlikely 
to submit an envisioned bill to enhance 
cybersecurity capabilities by year-end, 
a government source said Sunday, as 
discussions have stalled following last 
month’s change in prime ministers and 
the ruling party’s defeat in the general 
election.

The bill, initially planned for intro-
duction during an extraordinary parlia-
ment session in the fall, aims to introduce 
“active cyber defense” — an approach to 
monitor and detect signs of cyberattacks 
against the government and critical in-
frastructure, and, if necessary, disrupt 
enemy servers with computer viruses 
to neutralize them.

Among the issues to be addressed 
are concerns that active cyber defence, 
which would involve monitoring com-
munications under normal circumstanc-
es, may violate the constitutional guaran-
tee of communication secrecy. — Kyodo
