MYANMAR pineapples 
will be shipped to China 
through maritime trade, 
said the Myanmar Eco-
nomic attache in Nanning 
citing the Produce Report.

The General Admin-
istration of Customs of 
the People’s Republic of 
China (GACC) announced 
on 11 November that My-
anmar’s pineapple will be 
allowed to be imported to 
China, following the Phy-
tosanitary issue.

Myanmar’s pineapple 
is cultivated in northern 
and southern Shan State. 
The harvest season usual-
ly takes place in June-Sep-
tember. Earlier, Myan-
mar’s pineapple export 
to China was conducted 
via a green channel un-
der a cross-border trade 
plan. Yet, China halted 
this trade route on 16 
June 2019, affecting Myan-
mar’s pineapple industry 
adversely.

Myanmar’s exporters 

explored new markets in 
Thailand, Singapore and 
other countries. However, 
market share is quite low. 
A series of negotiations 
between Myanmar and 
China in the past years 
reaped a fruitful result and 
Myanmar’s pineapple is 
now allowed to be export-
ed to China via sea trade.  

According to GACC’s 
notification, the Ministry 
of Agriculture, Livestock 
and Irrigation needs to 
forward the list of pine-
apple farms and process-
ing factories to the China 
side to seek approval from 
the GACC.  The approved 
list will be disclosed on 
its website. Myanmar’s 
growers are required to 
strictly adhere to good 
agricultural practices 
and implement quality 
management, a tracking 
system for food security 
and integrated pest man-
agement measures,

Packing fresh fruits 

includes washing fresh 
fruits with high-pressure 
spray and checking and 
removing debris to be free 
from insects, snails, inva-
sive grass seeds, soil, crop 
residue weeds and dirt.

Infestation of the 
spiralling whitefly (Aleu-
rodicus dispersus), grey 
pineapple mealybug (Dys-
micoccus neobrevipes), 
passionvine mealybug 
(Planococcus minor), 
Jack Beardsley mealybug 
(Pseudococcus jackbeard-
sleyi) and the fungal plant 
pathogen Fusarium sac-
chari are considered as 
devastating pests.

Therefore, Myan-
mar’s relevant authorities 
are asked to check sam-
ples of not less than two 
per cent of export volume 
within the first two years 
of pineapple trade. Inspec-
tion of food samples will be 
reduced to one per cent if 
pests cannot be detected 
in two years. — NN/KK

Myanmar pineapple to be 
exported to China by sea

THE Central Bank of My-
anmar (CBM) injected 
over 1.79 million yuan into 
the financial market on 26 
November after selling 
17.8 million Thai baht and 
US$25,000 on 22 November. 

It sold 50 million baht 
to importers through the 
foreign exchange trading 
platform on 21 November. 

CBM sold over $3,900 
on 21 November, $24 million 
on 20 November, $20 million 
and 100 million baht on 19 
November and over $12,000 
on 18 November. CBM an-
nounced on 16 November 
to sell $35 million to fuel oil 
importers on 16 November. 

CBM injected $400,000 
into the financial market 

on 14 November. On 12 No-
vember, it sold 14.5 million 
baht after announcing it 
would sell 15 million baht to 
importers on 11 November. 

It sold over 800,000 
yuan on 11 November, over 
2.17 million yuan and $3,000 
again on 8 November af-
ter sales of over 2.1 million 
baht, two million yuan and 
over $3,300 on 7 November 
and about $9,000, 490,000 
yuan and 1.2 million baht 
on 6 November. 

It announced on 5 No-
vember the sale of seven 
million yuan and 20 mil-
lion baht to importers on 
foreign exchange trading 
platforms. CBM sold $15 
million, 1.5 million yuan 

and 100.8 million baht on 4 
November. 

CBM injected over 
$91 million, over 9.8 million 
yuan and over 610 million 
baht into the financial mar-
ket in October 2024. CBM 
also sold over $76 million, 86 
million baht and 4.8 million 
yuan in September. More-
over, CBM sold over $190 
million, 19 million yuan and 
79 million baht in August.

CBM aims to curb the 
instability in the foreign ex-
change market and the cur-
rency devaluation. Accord-
ing to CBM’s notification on 
15 March, it has been join-
ing hands with law enforce-
ment agencies to combat 
and prosecute those who 
attempt to manipulate the 
currency market under the 
existing laws. CBM allowed 
authorized dealers (private 
banks) to operate online 
foreign exchange trading 
freely as per the market 
rate depending on supply 
and demand, starting from 
5 December 2023. — NN/
KK

CBM sells 1.79M yuan on 26 Nov

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THERE’S a subtle kind of 
magic that shapes our lives 
in ways we often don’t fully 

understand. It isn’t anything you 
can touch or measure, but its ab-
sence can be felt deeply, like a 
shadow that clouds the brightest 
moments. I witness this every day 
in my classroom. It’s present in 
the hesitant voice of a student, 
in the bright spark of confidence 
in another, and even in the quiet 
uncertainty of those who question 
whether their efforts will ever be 
enough. This invisible force — 
whether it’s there or missing — 
has a profound impact on how we 
grow, how we see ourselves, and 
how we move through the world.

For years, I’ve observed my 
students face their struggles, no-
ticing patterns take shape along 
the way. One student, let’s call 
her Thiri, stands out for her in-
credible dedication. Her grades 
are exceptional, her work ethic 
is unrelenting. Yet, despite her 
remarkable efforts, there’s a qui-
etness about her. She often of-
fers small glimpses into her life 
beyond the classroom, a world 
where her accomplishments seem 
to go unnoticed. “No matter what 
I do,” she confessed once, “it’s 
never enough for my parents.” 
There’s no anger in her voice, just 
a profound sense of resignation, as 
though she’s silently asking why 
her best will never be enough to 
earn the recognition she deserves.

On the other hand, there’s 
Aye, a student whose life is sur-
rounded by a constant flow of en-
couragement. Her family takes 
pride in her every accomplish-
ment, no matter how minor — 
a thoughtful gesture, a strong 

grade, or even the determination 
she shows when facing a diffi-
cult day. This ongoing support is 
impossible to ignore. Aye steps 
into the classroom with a calm 
confidence, grounded in the belief 
that she belongs and that every 
effort she makes, no matter its 
size, holds worth.

Shaped by such contrasting 
experiences, these two students 
stand as compelling reminders 
of how deeply acknowledgement 
— or the lack of it — can influence 
who we become.

Tracing the Seeds of Recogni-
tion in My Journey

My understanding of recogni-
tion is something deeply person-
al, rooted in the experiences that 
shaped my childhood. Growing 
up in a fractured family, my little 
brother and I were raised without 
the presence of our parents. What 
could have been a story filled with 
sorrow and loss instead became 
one of resilience and hope, thanks 
to the unwavering support of Ba 
Gyi, our uncle.

Ba Gyi wasn’t merely a guard-
ian; he became the cornerstone 
of our world. His encouragement 
wasn’t limited to the big mile-
stones; it seeped into the every-
day moments, making the ordi-
nary feel extraordinary. When I 
excelled on a school project, he 
celebrated it with me. When I 
showed kindness to someone, he 
acknowledged it. And even when 
things didn’t go as planned, his 
response was never criticism, but 
a quiet recognition of the effort 
and potential I had shown.

For us, his recognition was 
more than just a kind gesture; 

it was the fuel that pushed us to 
keep moving forward. It taught 
me what true resilience looks like, 
helped me build a stronger sense 
of self-worth, and encouraged me 
to dream bigger than the circum-
stances I was born into. Through 
his constant support, we learned 
that true recognition isn’t about 
words of praise alone — it’s an act 
of nurturing, a force that shapes 
who we become.

A Silent Language of the Heart
Why does recognition hold 

such power? At its essence, it is 
the recognition of another’s ex-
istence, effort, and value. Experts 
in psychology have long recog-
nized that this kind of recognition 
speaks to one of our most funda-
mental human needs: the desire 
to feel valued. It doesn’t matter if 
we are six or sixty, the need for 
acknowledgement is universal. 
It nourishes the soul in the same 
way food nourishes the body. Re-
search consistently shows that 
when people feel appreciated, 
they tend to adopt a more posi-
tive outlook on life, display better 
behaviour, and pursue their goals 
with a determination that is hard 
to shake.

This isn’t just an abstract idea 
— it’s something I witness daily in 
my classroom. I’ve seen it happen 

time and again: a student, previ-
ously quiet and hesitant, suddenly 
begins to engage more after their 
effort is recognized. Another, once 
held back by self-doubt, starts to 
believe in their abilities, slowly but 
surely, after receiving consistent 
encouragement. Appreciation, it 
turns out, has the power to awak-
en something deep within—in-
stilling a sense of purpose and 
sparking a drive to keep moving 

forward.
When Appreciation is Absent

But what happens when ap-
preciation is absent? The impact 
can be just as profound but in a 
much more negative way. With-
out appreciation, even the most 
resilient spirits can falter. The 
absence of acknowledgement cre-
ates an emotional void, a sense of 
invisibility that eats away at one’s 
confidence.

Thiri’s experience highlights 
this all too well. Despite her 
many accomplishments, the lack 
of recognition from her parents 
leaves her feeling disconnected, 
as though her efforts are unno-
ticed and unworthy. She contin-
ues to excel academically, but her 
achievements seem to echo in a 
hollow, uncelebrated space. For 
her, achievement no longer feels 
like something to be proud of; in-

stead, it becomes a never-ending 
search for validation that never 
seems to arrive.

I’ve come to realize that 
many parents, perhaps unknow-
ingly, underestimate the power of 
appreciation. It may stem from 
their own experiences, perhaps 
because they were never shown 
appreciation in their childhoods. 
For some, the belief is that love is 
something inherently understood, 

that it doesn’t require words. But 
the truth is, especially for children, 
love and value need to be voiced, 
seen, and felt. 
The Power of Small Gestures

Appreciation doesn’t always 
need to be grandiose. Sometimes, 
a simple “thank you”, a note of 
encouragement, or even a smile 
can make a world of difference. Ba 
Gyi’s way of showing appreciation 
was never about lavish praise or 
extravagant gestures. It was in the 
small, meaningful acts — a pat on 
the back, a moment of listening, a 
word of encouragement.

Aye’s experience mirrors this 
in many ways. Her family doesn’t 
overwhelm her with extravagant 
gifts or accolades; instead, they 
offer what truly matters — a 
sense of being recognized and 
valued. This steady affirmation 
has shaped her worldview, foster-

ing not only confidence but also 
a deep sense of empathy. She, in 
turn, passes along the gift of ac-
knowledgement, sharing positivity 
with everyone she encounters.
Appreciation in the Class-
room

As a teacher, my goal is to 
foster an environment where ac-
knowledgement is at the heart 
of our daily interactions. It’s not 
just about applauding academic 
achievements; it’s about celebrat-
ing the journey — recognizing the 
effort, resilience, and growth that 
each student demonstrates. When 
I see a student struggling yet 
pushing through, I make sure to 
highlight their persistence. When 
kindness is shown to a peer, I take 
the time to recognize their em-

pathy.
The effects are transforma-

tive. Students who once hesitat-
ed to speak up now share their 
thoughts with confidence. Those 
who once feared failure are now 
more willing to take risks, con-
fident that their efforts will be 
appreciated, regardless of the 
outcome.

What I’ve come to understand 
is that recognition is far more than 
just a morale booster. It’s a corner-
stone for trust and connection. It 
communicates to students that 
they are seen, not only as learn-
ers but as unique individuals with 
their own strengths and potential. 
When we fail to acknowledge their 
contributions, we miss an oppor-
tunity to empower them, to affirm 

that their efforts truly matter.
A Last Reflection

Appreciation is more than 
just a kind gesture; it’s a funda-
mental responsibility we often 
overlook. Its power to heal, con-
nect, and inspire is profound, yet 
it’s frequently brushed aside, and 
deemed less important than con-
crete achievements.

So, is acknowledgement truly 
necessary? Or has it become a 
rare luxury in a world that values 
results more than recognition? 
Can we, as individuals, break free 
from this cycle of silence and re-
discover the lost art of meaningful 
appreciation?

All in all, appreciation is more 
than just a kind gesture; it’s a 
fundamental responsibility we 
often overlook. Its power to heal, 
connect, and inspire is profound, 
yet it’s frequently brushed aside, 
and deemed less important than 
concrete achievements. There’s a 
subtle kind of magic that shapes 
our lives in ways we often don’t 
fully understand.

THE dossier on Myanmar’s traditional New Year Atar Thing-
yan festival, submitted for UNESCO’s World Intangible 
Cultural Heritage list, has been included on the preliminary 

list, according to a press release issued by the Department of 
Archaeology and National Museum on 6 November.

The 19th session of the Intergovernmental Committee for the 
Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage will take place in 
Asunción, Republic of Paraguay. During this session, the commit-
tee will formally decide whether the Atar Thingyan Festival from 
Myanmar should be recognized as an intangible cultural heritage.

Countries have celebrated traditional festivals tied to their peo-
ple, religions, and customs since the dawn of civilization. However, 

pinpointing their exact origins 
is challenging. The New Year 
Thingyan festival is a major 
celebration in Myanmar, Thai-
land, Laos, Cambodia, and In-
dia. On 6 December last year, 
UNESCO recognized Thai-
land’s Songkran water festi-
val as an Intangible Cultural 
Heritage of Humanity. This 
acknowledgement highlights 
the global significance of such 
traditions, celebrating cultural 
diversity and preserving her-
itage across nations.

An ancient water festival, 
recorded on a stone inscrip-
tion at Saw Hla Wun Pagoda, 
dates back to the 653 Myan-
mar Era (1291 AD) during the 
Bagan period. This inscription 
provides firm evidence of the 
water-throwing festival in 
Myanmar, establishing it as a 
traditional event that has been 
celebrated for 732 years.

Myanmar is a country 
where diverse national races 
have coexisted for centuries. 
Historical and cultural ev-
idence, along with valuable 

ancient monuments, sites, and objects, are scattered throughout 
the nation, representing both tangible and intangible cultural 
heritage. These artefacts reflect the rich history and traditions of 
the various ethnic groups in Myanmar.

So far, the government has approved 2,289 intangible cultural 
heritage items, including language, oral traditions, fine arts, social 
customs, festivals, environmental knowledge, and traditional crafts. 
Currently, efforts are underway to gain UNESCO approval for My-
anmar’s Thanaka culture mostly enjoyed by Myanmar belles as the 
number of Thanaka plants are thriving in dry regions of Myanmar.

Appreciation is essential for healing, connection, and 
inspiration.

THE number of new HIV infec-
tions and deaths has fallen across 
the world, marking significant 
progress in the fight against the 
disease.

But HIV is far from being 
stamped out, health experts 
warn ahead of World AIDS Day 
on Sunday.

During the 2010s, global HIV 
infections decreased by 20 per 
cent, and AIDS-related deaths 
fell by 40 per cent, according to 
a major study in The Lancet HIV. 

This decline was largely driv-
en by improvements in sub-Saha-
ran Africa, the hardest-hit region. 
However, infections continued to 

rise in other areas, including East-
ern Europe and the Middle East, 
underscoring uneven progress. 
Despite these advances, the world 
is still far from the United Na-
tions’ target of nearly eliminating 
AIDS-related deaths by 2030.

Preventative treatments 
like Pre-Exposure Prophylaxis 

(PrEP), which reduces the risk of 
HIV transmission by 99 per cent, 
have proven effective, particularly 
in wealthier countries.

 Health authorities are push-
ing for broader access to PrEP, 
not just for men who have sex 
with men. Additionally, antiret-
roviral therapy can reduce HIV 

viral loads to undetectable levels, 
minimizing transmission risks.

The new drug lenacapavir, a 
twice-yearly injection, offers hope 
as it has shown 100 per cent effec-
tiveness in preventing HIV. 

However, its high cost re-
mains a barrier, especially in 
low-income countries. Despite 

Gilead’s recent licensing deal to 
produce the drug in poorer na-
tions, many countries remain ex-
cluded. While HIV vaccines are 
still elusive, treatments like len-
acapavir offer a potential break-
through in HIV prevention and 
care.

Prosecutor-General Office on 
4 September 2024 in Russia. 

During the roundtable, 
the commission chairman dis-
cussed the benefits of bilateral 
cooperation in sharing experi-
ence and information, holding 
international seminars, work-
shops and roundtables, and ac-
tive cooperation in combating 
transnational crimes.

He also highlighted the 
intention of the commission 
to grab public participation in 
anti-corruption activities and 
create a society that condemns 
corruption at all to establish 
clean government and good 

governance, and willingness to 
deepen bilateral cooperation. 

Then, Mr Bazhutov 
Sergey remarked, and the 
deputy director-general and 
director of the commission's 
office discussed the interna-
tional experience in recovering 
assets from corruption, set-
ting up focal points and nego-
tiations among countries at 
international anti-corruption 
platforms. 

During the workshop, 
Russian Senior Prosecutors 
Ms Shikhanova Anna and Mr 

Gudkov Nikolay discussed the 
topics- “International coopera-
tion on detection of corruption 
crimes” and" Improvement of 
methods of countering crimes 
committed with the use of in-
formation and communication 
technologies and in the sphere 
of computer information, using 
digital traces to detect persons 
who commit such deeds”.

Mount Mongshu’s cloud sea sees 
surge in visitors, expected 
to increase in Dec

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REPORTS have emerged on 
social media alleging that vil-
lage heads in Kwinchaunggyi 
village, Mabay Village-Tract, 
Mawlamyinekyun Township, 
Ayeyawady Region, are collect-
ing money from households 
with male residents under the 
pretext of mandatory public ser-
vice recruitment. These reports 
suggest payments starting from 
K100,000, claiming collaboration 
with Tatmadaw.

However, according to a 
local administrative official in 
Mawlamyinekyun Township, the 
government’s implementation 
of public service requirements 

strictly adheres to the People’s 
Military Service Law. The of-
ficial confirmed there were no 
incidents of forced contributions, 
monetary demands, or coercive 
collections in the area.

Malicious news media use 
these false narratives to incite 
public mistrust regarding the 
People’s Military Service Law, 
discouraging compliance and 
eroding support for the gov-
ernment and the military. Such 
activities are part of a broad-
er propaganda effort aimed at 
undermining the trust between 
citizens and the State. — MNA/
KZL

False reports claim forced 
payments in Mawlamyinekyun

UNSCRUPULOUS individuals 
have been using social media, 
especially Facebook, to create 
fake pages claiming to sell 
counterfeit currency, deceiving 
and defrauding potential buy-
ers. In response, security forc-
es formed special investigation 
teams to track and apprehend 
these scammers.

On 17 November, a Face-
book post was identified in a 

gold trading group, where an 
account under the name Amara 
Pan advertised counterfeit cur-
rency with a message stating: 
“Selling counterfeit currency. 
Not a scam. Don’t buy if you 
think it’s a scam. Contact via 
Viber 09971007328.” Images of 
counterfeit currency accompa-
nied the post.

Investigators traced the 
Amara Pan account to Ma Aye 

Aye Aung, an 18-year-old from 
Zeephyugon Village, Dekkhi-
nathiri Township. She was ar-
rested on 24 November at her 
residence, where a Vivo Y83 
red mobile phone was seized.

During questioning, Ma 
Aye Aye Aung admitted to cre-
ating the Facebook account and 
posting messages in groups 
to attract buyers. She false-
ly claimed buyers could ex-
change one genuine banknote 
for eight counterfeit ones. For 
local buyers in Myingyan, she 
offered payment on delivery, 
while others had to transfer 
half the payment upfront and 
the remainder after delivery. 
Payments were sent to a Wave 
Pay account under the name 
Hnin Mya, linked to the Viber 
number provided. After receiv-
ing funds, she blocked victims’ 
accounts and kept the money.

Ma Aye Aye Aung has been 
charged under Section 66 (c) 
of the Telecommunications 
Law. Authorities continue to 
monitor and investigate similar 
fraudulent activities on social 
media. The public is urged to 
report any knowledge of such 
schemes to the nearest police 
station. — MNA/TMT

Young fraudster arrested in 
counterfeit currency scam

SUBVERSIVE media spread fake news, claiming that security forces 
detained six civilians in Nwabangyi village of Ywangan Township, 
Shan State, on 26 November.

ship, three unregistered vehicles 
valued at K33 million in Paung, 
Mudon and Belin Townships and 
Faw and Hino trucks (estimated 
value of K85 million) carrying 
foodstuffs valued at K38.87 mil-
lion without official documents in 
Myeik Township. The action was 
taken under the Export-Import 
Law and Customs procedures. 

Additionally, the combined 
teams impounded a Sunlong bus 
(worth approximately K90 mil-
lion) carrying industrial materials 

and consumer goods (valued at 
K15 million) without official docu-
ments at the Myitnge checkpoint, 
a Mitsubishi Fuso truck (estimat-
ed value of K28 million) carrying 
consumer goods worth K66.26 
million without official documents 
at the Yadanabon bridge (Man-

million) carrying vehicle parts 
and industrial materials (worth 
K50 million) without official doc-
uments near Myitnge Tollgate. 
The action was conducted per 
Customs procedures.

The combined on-duty teams 
nabbed two trucks (estimated 
value of K60 million) carrying 
foodstuffs and consumer goods 
(worth K15 million) without of-
ficial documents near Shweth-
anlwin Tollgate in Phayagyi, il-
legal teak weighing 0.360 tonne 
and illegal hardwood weighing 
0.107 tonne (valued at K160,000) 
in Thayawady District, and an 
unregistered Toyota Wish (es-
timated value of K12 million) in 
Bago Township.

China’s leading advertising enterprises and public 
institutions saw a 6.1 per cent revenue growth in 2024’s 
first three quarters.

CHINA’S leading advertis-
ing enterprises and public 
institutions posted solid 
revenue growth during 
the first three quarters of 
2024, official data showed 
Wednesday.

Revenues of the 857 
leading advertising en-
terprises and public in-
stitutions reached around 
1.13 trillion yuan (about 
US$156.97 billion) during

Russia expels British diplomat over spying

RUSSIA on Tuesday announced the expulsion of a British diplomat 
over charges of espionage. The British diplomat, identified as Wilkes 
Edward Prior, was accused of providing false information on his doc-
uments and carrying out espionage and sabotage activities, the TASS 
news agency reported, citing Russia’s Federal Security Service (FSB).

He must leave Russia within two days, the FSB said.— Xinhua 

Vietnam death row tycoon begs court for her life

A Vietnamese property tycoon sentenced to death for multi-bil-
lion-dollar fraud begged a court to spare her life Tuesday, saying she 
was trying to repay the stolen funds.

Property developer Truong My Lan, 68, was convicted earlier 
this year of embezzling money from Saigon Commercial Bank (SCB) 
— which prosecutors said she controlled — and condemned to die 
for fraud totalling $27 billion in one of the biggest corruption cases 
in history.  She is appealing against her sentence at a court in Ho Chi 
Minh City, with the ruling expected in the coming days. — AFP 

Israel, Hezbollah agree on ceasefire in Lebanon; 
Netanyahu warns against any violation
The ceasefire was driven by three key reasons: focusing on the 
Iranian threat, allowing Israeli forces to replenish supplies after 
delays, and isolating Hamas by separating it from Hezbollah.

AFTER months of skirmishes 
and thousands of casualties, 
Israel and Hezbollah agreed to 
the ceasefire deal on Tuesday 
(local time).

Israeli Prime Minister 
Benjamin Netanyahu, how-
ever, also stressed that the 
“length” of this ceasefire will 
depend on “what happens in 
Lebanon”.

“With the United States’ 
full understanding, we main-
tain full freedom of military 
action. If Hezbollah violates 
the agreement and tries to arm 
itself, we will attack. If it tries 
to rebuild terrorist infrastruc-
ture near the border, we will 
attack. If it launches a rocket, 
if it digs a tunnel, if it brings in 
a truck carrying rockets, we 
will attack”, Netanyahu noted.

The speaker outlined three 
key reasons for calling a cease-
fire: first, to focus on the threat 
posed by Iran; second, to allow 
Israeli forces time to rest and 
replenish their stocks, particu-
larly after delays in weapons 
and munitions deliveries; and 
third, to separate the fronts by 
isolating Hamas, which had re-
lied on Hezbollah for support. 

With Hezbollah no longer 
involved, Hamas is left to face 
increased pressure. The Is-
raeli military is focused on 
completing its mission, which 
includes releasing hostages. 

The conflict, which es-
calated after Hezbollah’s 8 
October attack in support of 
Hamas, has led to significant 
casualties and ongoing mili-

South Africa sees decline in serious crimes in Q3

South Africa saw a decrease in serious crimes in the third quarter of 
this year, according to the latest crime statistics released by the police 
ministry on Monday.

From 1 July to 30 September, the 17 categories of community-re-
ported serious crimes, including murder, robbery and carjacking, 
showed an overall decline of 5.1 per cent, Police Minister Senzo Mchunu 
announced during the release of the quarterly crime statistics. — Xinhua
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UNDER the warm sun of Sanya, 
a coastal city in Hainan Province, 
athletes in traditional Uygur 
hats moved skilfully across the 
field.

wasn't hockey but Maire Ball, an 
ancient Uygur sport originating 
from Hotan Prefecture in north-
west China's Xinjiang Uygur Au-
tonomous Region.

"It is indeed similar to mod-
ern hockey," explained Metrozi 
Imin, a retired sports official 
from Yutian County, Hotan, who 
has spent over 20 years advo-
cating for the sport. "But unlike 
hockey, it doesn't have a goal-
keeper or strict requirements for 
field size or team numbers. From 
just a few players to dozens, you 
can start a match almost any-
where," he added.

Ancient Uygur sport

MYANMAR will host the Group D match-
es of the 2025 AFC Women’s Futsal Qual-
ifiers, which include the participation of 
the Myanmar national team.

vance to the final stage, making a total 
of nine qualifiers. These teams will join 
host China, Iran, and Japan, who have 
automatic berths in the final round.

Group D matches will be held from 
15 to 19 January 2025. Team Myanmar 
will face Vietnam on 15 January, Chinese 
Taipei on 17 January, and Macau on 19 
January. — Ko Nyi Lay/KZL

FA probes referee David Coote 
over betting claim

THE Football Association is investigat-
ing allegations Premier League referee 
David Coote discussed giving a yellow 
card with a fan before a match in Eng-
land's second-tier Championship.

The Sun newspaper reported on 
Wednesday that 42-year-old Coote, who 
strongly denies any wrongdoing, dis-
cussed the prospect of booking then 
Leeds player Ezgjan Alioski with a 
supporter of the club the day before a 
game between Leeds and West Brom 

in October 2019. The newspaper alleges 
after Coote booked the player during the 
match, he messaged the individual back 
to say: "I hope you backed as discussed." 
Coote, currently suspended following 
separate allegations about his conduct, 
said in a statement: "I strongly refute 
these false and defamatory allegations.

"Whatever issues I may have had 
in my personal life they have never af-
fected my decision-making on the field.

Defeat at Liverpool could end Man 
City title hopes, says Gundogan

ILKAY Gundogan admits defeat at 
Premier League leaders Liverpool on 
Sunday could end Manchester City's 
Premier League title challenge as they 
scramble to end their poor run of form.

City squandered a 3-0 lead against 
Feyenoord in the Champions League 
on Tuesday -- following five consecutive 
defeats in all competitions.

For the first time in what was the 
942nd game of his managerial career, 
manager Pep Guardiola saw his side 
fail to win a match after leading by 
three goals.

City have won the past four Pre-
mier League titles but are already eight 
points behind Arne Slot's Liverpool fol-

lowing three straight defeats in the 
English top flight. Guardiola conceded 
City's title defence would realistically be 
over should they lose at Anfield after 
last week's 4-0 humbling by Tottenham.

Germany international Gundogan 
agreed with his manager's assessment 
following the Feyenoord defeat.

"To stay in the title race, probably 
yes, (it's a game City can't afford to 
lose), because 11 points would be a huge 
gap," said the midfield veteran. 

"Anfield is always tough, no matter 
the situation. We've struggled in recent 
years going there and we know Liver-
pool are a great team full of confidence 
right now. — AFP
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TO address the growing burden of 
diabetes, health experts and officials 
adopted the ‘Colombo Call to Action’ 
to strengthen diabetes prevention and 
control measures in the World Health 
Organization (WHO) South-East Asia 
Region.

The Call to Action underlines cata-
lytic actions and collective commitments 
from member countries to accelerate ef-
forts to unite, integrate, innovate, treat, 
track, and educate – the key pillars of 
WHO’s Global Diabetes Compact which 
aims to reduce the risk of diabetes and 
ensure that those diagnosed with the 
disease have access to quality treatment 
and care. The Compact also supports 
the prevention of type 2 diabetes from 
obesity, unhealthy diet and physical in-
activity, the press release noted.

Every year, more than 4,82,000 dia-

betes-related deaths occur in the region. 
Diabetes and its complications such as 
blindness, kidney failure, heart attack, 
stroke, and lower limb amputation result 

in immense hardships and economic 
loss to people with diabetes, their fam-
ilies, health systems and national econ-
omies. — ANI

AGRICULTURE can find solutions 
to counter the negative impacts of 
climate change on crops, but only if 

the sector is allowed to innovate, the Inter-
national Seed Federation’s chief told AFP.

“Farmers must constantly adapt” as 
climate change “brings new diseases to 
the fields” and challenges the agriculture 
industry through water shortages, ISF 
secretary-general Michael Keller told AFP 
during a recent meeting of the federation 
in Geneva. Meanwhile “the world is perma-
nently losing arable land” due to climate 
change, which causes excessive rainfall in 
some regions and desertification in others, 
he explained, while also pointing to the 
increasing use of concrete.

Facing the climate crisis and food 
insecurity, Keller stresses the need to 
“increase yields” through innovation and 
by utilizing all available tools, including 
new breeding techniques (NBTs).  These 
techniques, such as CRISPR-Cas9, allow 
precise genetic edits to plants, differing 
from GMOs by not introducing external 
elements.  NBTs spark debate: some argue 
they are crucial for addressing climate 
challenges, while others fear environmen-
tal risks and advocate for strict regulation. 

Meanwhile, biodiversity and genetic 
resource access remain key issues. At 
COP16, a fund was established to share 
profits from digital genetic sequencing, 
though concerns about transparency and 
benefit-sharing persist, especially for com-
munities in developing countries. — AFP

SOUTH Korea’s capital city logged a re-
cord November snowfall, with more than 
16 centimetres of snow blanketing Seoul, 
the weather service said Wednesday.

The snow starting to fall in Seoul 
at 7 am local time (2200 GMT) on Tues-
day stood at 16.5 centimetres, marking 
the largest November snowfall since 
modern weather observations began 
in October 1907, according to the Korea 
Meteorological Administration (KMA).

It topped the previous November 
high of 12.4 centimetres tallied on 28 
November 1972. It was expected to rain 
or snow across the country until Thurs-
day morning. — Xinhua
