Myanma
Oil and Gas Enterprise will oversee the
drilling of these wells, with technological
assistance and expertise of MPRL E&P
Company.
These approved wells aim to reach
target depths and establish new mile-
stones in oil production history, as previ-

ous attempts have struggled to produce
oil from promising hydrocarbon-bearing
sands deep underground.

In addition to research efforts and
technological advancements to enhance
production in mature oil fields, officials
are also focusing on coordination and
knowledge-sharing,

The Ministry of Energy is taking
measures for the country’s energy se-
curity and drilling deep wells in old oil
fields and producing oil and natural gas
are integral components of its strategy.

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Antique Nat statues
need preservation

SECURITY should be provided
for Nat (spirit) statues which are
antiques and have been stolen
recently, said archaeologist and
writer Bo Shake (Yadanapura).

Recently, antique Nat stat-
ues have been lost and even Nat
statues from other unknown Nat
chambers (Nat Nan) have been
stolen. In an attempt to prevent
antique Nat statues from steal-
ing, those who take charge of
Nat chambers should focus
on security, for example, they
should pay attention to preser-
vation in collaboration with the
archaeological department as
these statues are also ancient
heritages, he said.

“More and more Nat stat-
ues have been found missing re-
cently. Nat statues from Yadana
Gu have also been lost. Yadana
Gu existed since Nyaungyan
Period so these Nat statues
are also ancient heritages,
Nat statue is also a tradition
of Myanmar and it is a kind of
ritual. It is not worshiping them
as the same level as Buddha.
People worship them as ritual.
And they are ancient cultural
assets. Most of Nat statues have
been found stolen especially this
month. So it is not safe just by
locking them. That is why those
who take charge of Nat cham-
bers should focus on how they

can make safe the Nat statues.
Like Buddha images, they need
to be protected by s guard or a
trustee board, if not this prob-
lem will continue,” he said.
Itis assumed there is an an-

tique smuggling market and the
archaeological department and
security teams need to deal with
it effectively, he said. In order
to protect antique Nat statues
from stealing, education should

be given to villagers about the
value of antiques, at the same
time these antiques should be
locked in secure places and pro-
tected by guards, he suggested.

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Cauliflowers
from hilly regions
and plains flood
Mandalay market

CAULIFLOWERS from both hilly
regions and plains are flooding the
Thirimarlar vegetable market in Aung-
myethazan District, Mandalay Region.
These vegetables are being sold well
in the Mandalay market, according to
U Aung Moe Naing, the owner of Aung

Broker House.

Currently, approximately four to
five 6-wheel trucks carrying cauliflow-
ers enter the market regularly. The cur-
rent market price ranges from K1,500

to K1,700 per piece.

“Cauliflowers from the plains ar-
rive at the market daily. Additionally,
cauliflowers from the Aungban region
are also arriving every day,” said U
Aung Moe Naing. “Other crops such
as tomatoes, cabbages, potatoes, Chi-
nese cabbage, carrots, bitter gourds
and onions are also being sold well,”

he added.

Cauliflowers, mainly grown in My-
anmar’s hilly regions and plains, are

available all year round.

MoC to enforce penalties for

premature arrival of imports
without licences starting 1 July

THE Ministry of Commerce has notified
that disciplinary action will commence
on 1 July in accordance with the Export/
Import Law if imported commodities
arrive at airports and terminals before
obtaining licences or permits.

Except for commodities permitted

for storage in customs warehouses,
imported goods lacking permission are
prohibited from arriving at ports and
airports.

A directive issued on 8 July 2020
states that import companies will face
penalties under the Export/Import Law

if such goods arrive without an import
licence or permit. However, it is often
found that import items arrive at the ports
before the licence is issued.

The report also states that the Cus-

toms Department only allows essential
goods for domestic manufacturing and
health sectors to be stored in customs
warehouses as per regulations.

Therefore, the ministry urges import

companies to abide by the law and adhere
to the rules and regulations. — TWA/TMT

ALL the fishing trawlers in Tanin-
thayi Region suspended the fishing
industry starting from 1 June.

Although all the fishing trawlers
suspended operations starting on 1
June, and the large boats sought per-
mission to conduct fishery business
during the fish breeding season, the
government did not grant permission.

The monsoon has entered the
southern part of Myanmar, and all the
fishing trawlers on the sea are sus-
pended and returned to the shores.

“The squid fishing trawlers cap-
ture fish normally in open season.
It is just over and mid-water level
fishing technique. Normally, all are in
operation from October to the end of
May and are suspended in the rainy
season.

The fish breeding season is in
June, July, and August, so it should
not capture fish at all. We stopped
fishing before the end of May,” said
a fisherman who operates a squid
fishing boat.

In open season, the Wahtan (a
type of trawler) squid fishing boats
ended their fishing, and the Wahlatt
boats (other type of trawler) were
also prevented from fishing. The typ-
ical fishing season was recognized
as June, July, and August previously,
but it was changed to April, May, and
June.

“In previous years, the Wahlatt
vessels were allowed to be included
in the percentage in the fish breeding

season.

“This year, we submitted to re-
sume fishing in June after suspending
in April and May.

“The government studied the fish
resources in the sea and did not al-
low them. The Wahlatt boats capture
fish in the sea the whole year round,
which can cause marine resource
extinction. It is now a serious case.

“They usually come onshore, and
the onshore fishing boats face diffi-
culties. They will catch in July and
August after June. But, it is during
the fish breeding period,” said a ma-
rine worker.

Although the Yangon and Tanin-
thayi regions-based entrepreneurs
submitted a proposal to the officials to
allow fishing in June, the Ministry of
Agriculture, Livestock and Irrigation
did not allow it.

The ministry replied that they do
not allow fishing in June on 27 May
2024, and so the fishing is banned in
June. Although the non-fishing sea-
son was set for three months - April,
May, and June — at the stakeholders
meeting on 11 November 2023, per-
mission is not currently granted. —

Celebrating a Century of Economics and Business Education
iIn Myanmar: A Legacy of Excellence

HIS year marks a sig-
nificant milestone in
Myanmar’s academic

history, the 100" anniversary of
economics and business educa-
tion. The journey began in 1924
when the Faculty of Econom-
ics was established at Yangon
University, marking the start of
structured economic education
in the country.

The Beginning of Economic
and Business Education in
Myanmar

The inception of formal eco-
nomic education in Myanmar
traces its roots to 1924 when
the Section of Economics (then
the Faculty of Economics) was
established at Rangoon Univer-
sity (now Yangon University).
This marked the initiation of
a structured academic pursuit
aimed at comprehending eco-
nomic principles, deciphering
market dynamics, and foster-
ing contributions to the nation’s
economic advancement. Nota-
bly, in 1924, Professor Lionel
Charles Robbins Jevons (L. C
R Jevons) played a pivotal role
in establishing the Faculty of
Economics. His contributions
to developing the curriculum
and setting up the necessary
administrative and academic
structures laid the groundwork
for future generations of econ-
omists in Myanmar.

Post-World War II Era and
the Emergence of Eminent
Economists

The aftermath of World War
IT heralded a transformative
phase in Myanmar’s economic
education landscape. Dr Hla
Myint, a prominent figure from
Yangon University and a pro-
fessor at the London School
of Economics, gained interna-
tional acclaim for his seminal
contributions to development
economics, particularly his
groundbreaking “vent-for-sur-
plus” theory. Alongside lumi-

naries such as Ronald Find-
lay, Dr Khin Maung Kyi, Dr
Maung Shein, Dr U Myint, and
Dr Tin Maung Maung Than,
among others. Myanmar saw
the rise of distinguished econ-
omists whose scholarly work
significantly influenced glob-
al economic discourse across
various domains, ranging from
international trade to economic
reforms and governance.

Extension and Organiza-
tional Development

The Yangon University of
Economics began as a Section
of Economics under the Ran-
goon University (thereby Yan-
gon University). The Section
of Economics began offering
commerce as a special subject
in 1940 and courses in statis-

tics in 1953. In 1955, a separate
Commerce Department was
established, and in 1956, a sep-
arate Statistics Department
was established. In 1964, the
institute became an independ-
ent tertiary institute with three
academic departments and one
separate research department.
In 1987, the Research Depart-
ment was transformed into the
Department of Management
Studies and another academic
department, the Department
of Applied Economics and De-
partment of Applied Statistics,
were created. The institute now
has five major academic depart-
ments and four supporting aca-
demic departments: Burmese,
English, mathematics and geog-
raphy. It added not only a full-
time MPA (2000), an executive

MPA (2002), and MDevS (2004)
but also a full-time MBA pro-
gramme in 1995, an executive
MBA (EMBA) programme in
2002, and an online MBA pro-
gramme in 2007.

In 1964, a seminal devel-
opment occurred with the es-
tablishment of the Institute of
Economics, marking a signifi-
cant milestone in Myanmar’s
educational landscape. Initially
supported by the Department
of Economics at Yangon Uni-
versity, this institution evolved
into the Yangon University of
Economics, greatly expanding
the scope of business studies in
Myanmar. The university now
boasts a modern and dynam-
ic curriculum that includes a
wide range of business courses,
reflecting the evolving nature

of the global economy and the
multidisciplinary skills required
by contemporary graduates.

To further enhance access
to higher education in econom-
ics, Monywa University of Eco-
nomics was established in 1993,
followed by Meiktila University
of Economics in 2001, serving
the Central and Upper Regions
of Myanmar. Additionally, the
expansion of business-related
education across the country
has been bolstered by the es-
tablishment of two cooperative
and management universities
(Thanlyin and Sagaing), two co-
operative colleges (Phaunggyi
and Mandalay), and five coop-
erative accounting vocational
schools (Magway, Mandalay,
Taunggyi, Mawlamyine, and
Pathein).

SACInitiatives to Boost the
Economy

The State Administration
Council is actively promoting
the nation’s economy by en-
couraging the growth of micro,
small, and medium enterprises
(MSMESs). This initiative aims
to foster entrepreneurship, cre-
ate jobs, and stimulate econom-
ic development. By supporting
MSMES, the government hopes
to build a more resilient and
diversified economy better able
to withstand global economic
fluctuations.

Looking Ahead: Envision-
ing the Future of Economic
Education

As we commemorate a cen-
tury of economic and related

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Manipulators
in domestic
gold market
arrested

urrently, the govern-
‘ ment emphasizes forg-

ing peace and stability
and rule of law throughout the
nation. Acting on tip-off, rele-
vant security forces exposed
and arrested unscrupulous
persons who manipulated
gold prices which were not
actually used in the domestic
gold market dispersed through
social media networks with at-
tempts to undermine economic
development of the State and
destabilize the State economy.

In this regard, a total of
21 suspects including brokers
engaging in illegal gold trading
to destabilize the gold prices
were arrested and they are
under investigation.

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World’s 1% “edible robot” offers
researchers feast of insights

Nakata aims to offer edible robots as a new culinary experience, believing
that changing people’s perceptions through food can have psychological

and cognitive effects.

A cloudy yellow rectangular
figure about seven centimeters
long wobbles from side to side,
waving its gelatinous arms as
it makes a friendly greeting, its
body resting inside a mug.

“Hello. I was looking for-
ward to speaking with you today;”
says the figure, which was suc-
cessfully developed by Yoshihiro
Nakata, an associate professor
of robotics at the University of
Electro-Communications and
his team of researchers.

The wobbly character is not
just an apple-flavoured gummy
candy but also the world’s first
“edible robot”. While the edible
part of the robot consists only of
a gelatin-based chewable sweet,
itis powered by robotics from its

base to give it its lifelike quality.

With tiny black dots for
eyes, the robot’s edible body is
attached to a stainless-steel met-
albolt placed inside a 3D-printed
mug. Chambers inside the gum-
my fill with air and connect to a
pneumatic tube at the base of the
apparatus to set the creature in
motion, while the audio comes
from a speaker connected to the
device.

But what on earth, you may
be wondering, is this for? The
goal, says Nakata, is to offer up
edible robots as a “new culinary
experience.”

Nakata was partly inspired
by Anpanman, a well-known Jap-
anese children’s superhero com-
icbook and anime character who

takes the form of an anthropo-
morphized red bean paste-filled
pastry. Throughout the series,
Anpanman often sacrifices him-
self for his hungry pals by ripping
off parts of his face to feed them.
For Nakata, this captures the
idea of changing people’s percep-
tions through food, the driving
concept behind his project.

“When Anpanman tears off
his face and gives it to someone,
itis depicted as tasting even bet-
ter than usual, and giving people
energy,” he said, emphasizing
that he believes the way people
interact with food may cause
changes in their sense of taste
and texture and produce differ-
ent psychological and cognitive
effects. — Kyodo

Bid to ‘privatize’ Brazil beaches sparks outcry

Brazil boasts one of the world's longest coastlines, stretching approximately 7500 kilo-
metres (4,600 miles). By law, beaches are considered public assets and are under govern-

ment ownership, contributing to their largely pristine state.

A proposed constitutional amend-
ment that could see Brazil’s
famed beaches fall into private
hands has outraged environmen-
talists and citizens in a country
that prides itself on open access
to its vast shores.

Brazil has one of the world’s
longest coastlines, at around 7,500
kilometres (4,600 miles) and by
law beaches are public assets

and thus government property.
They are largely pristine, without
the eyesore high-rise condos and
hotels common at seaside resorts
in other countries.

However, a proposal to
change the government owner-
ship rule has been making its way
through Congress, promoted by
senator Flavio Bolsonaro, son of
ex-president Jair Bolsonaro who

often said while in office that he
dreamed of creating the “Brazil-
ian Cancun” — a nod to Mexico’s
hub of mega resorts.

The idea is to transfer own-
ership of coastal land to states,
municipalities and private oc-
cupants, which critics say could
damage environmental protec-
tion efforts and block beach ac-
cess.— AFP

New Doraemon movie stays atop
China’s box office chart

JAPANESE animation “Doraemon the Movie: Nobita's Earth
Symphony,” the 43" film in the 2D animated “Doraemon” series,
continued to top the box office chart on the Chinese mainland
on Saturday;, official data showed.

The film revolves around the story of Doraemon and Nobita's
new adventure with friends to bring music back to people after
its disappearance from the world. It pocketed 58.42 million yuan
(about US$ 8.22 million) on that day, according to data from the
China Movie Data Information Network.

It was followed by Sony Pictures’ animated comedy film “The
Garfield Movie,” which garnered box office sales of 42.01 million
yuan on its premiere on Saturday. — Xinhua

Everest records tumble as season
ends with eight dead

MOUNTAINEERS on Everest left the world's highest peak on
Wednesday, ending a climbing season that broke multiple re-
cords but left eight people dead, tourism officials and expedition
organisers said.

More than 600 climbers and guides reached the 8,849-metre
(29,032-foot) high Himalayan summit, Rakesh Gurung of the
tourism department said, with the exact total yet to be verified.

“Teams have packed up and the route will be closed now;’
Gurung told AFP. “The season has ended.” — AFP

Egypt’s largest container
terminal to operate by 2025:
senior executive

AN Egyptian executive has an-
nounced that a new large con-
tainer terminal at Ain Sokhna
port on the Red Sea, developed
by an international consortium
led by China’s Hutchison Ports,
will start operations by 2025.

Mohamed Khalil, manager
of the port development project,
told Xinhua on Thursday that the
terminal, spanning 2,600 metres
and covering a total area of 1.6
million square metres, will be
Egypt’s largest upon completion.
It will have the capacity to accom-
modate ships of up to 400 metres
in length.

“The terminal was handed
over to the international consorti-
um in January after the comple-
tion of the infrastructure work
carried out by Egyptian compa-
nies,” Khalil said.

The consortium, consisting
of China’s Hutchison Ports, Chi-
nese state-owned COSCO Ship-
ping, and the French shipping
company CMA CGM, is under-

taking extensive works at Ain
Sokhna port, including the in-
stallation of large cranes and the
construction of administrative
buildings, according to Khalil. He
mentioned that the first ship is
anticipated to be received in 2025.

“It is important that we
establish partnerships with in-
ternational companies such as
Hutchison and COSCO,” the
Egyptian executive said. “The
strategiclocation of Egypt serves
the interests of these major com-
panies. We also benefit from their
expertise.”

According to Egypt’s Min-
istry of Transportation, Egypt
and the consortium signed two
agreements in March 2023 to de-
velop and operate the container
terminals at Ain Sokhna port and
Dekheila port in northern Alex-
andria Province. The ministry
estimates direct revenues from
these projects to reach about 5
billion US dollars over the 30-year
contract period. — Xinhua

Canada’s GDP unchanged in March

The oil and gas extraction subsector, along with support activities for
mining and oil and gas, played a role in mitigating the overall decline in
the sector during the month, according to the report.

CANADAS real gross domestic
product (GDP) was essentially
unchanged in March, following
a 0.2 per cent increase in Feb-
ruary, Statistics Canada said
Friday.

Mining and quarrying, ex-
cept oil and gas, contracted 3.9
per cent in March, recording its
largest decline since January
2022 as all industry groups with-
in the subsector were down, the
national statistical agency said.

Gold and silver ore mining
contributed the most to the de-
cline as a gold mine temporarily
shut down production in March
due to unfavourable weather
conditions, the agency said.

A24percentincreasein oil
sands extraction, led by higher
crude bitumen extraction and
synthetic oil production, more
than offset the lower extractions
of crude oil and natural gas. The
oil and gas extraction subsector;
as well as the support activities

Advance information indi-
cated that real GDP rose 0.3 per
cent in April. Increases in man-
ufacturing, mining, quarrying,
and oil and gas extraction and

wholesale trade were partially
offset by decreases in utilities,
the agency said. The country’s
real GDP by industry rose 0.6
per cent in the first quarter, af-
ter edging up 0.1 per cent in the
previous quarter; said Statistics
Canada. — Xinhua
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Trump Media shares
experience volatility
following former US
President’s conviction

Following the guilty verdict, shares
experienced dramatic swings, ini-
tially dropping by as much as 15 per
cent on Thursday before rebound-
ing slightly on Friday.

THE historic conviction of former President Donald
Trump is causing significant volatility for Truth Social
owner Trump Media & Technology Group, with shares
fluctuating dramatically since the Manhattan jury’s
guilty verdict on Thursday, CNN reported.

Trump Media, known for its volatile nature since its
debut in late March, witnessed steep losses and sharp
gains following the conviction. Initially plunging as much
as 15 per cent on Thursday evening in response to the
conviction, the stock rebounded slightly on Friday, opening
4 per cent higher before surrendering those gains.

In recent trading, Trump Media has seen a decline
of about 5 per cent, according to CNN.

Matthew Kennedy, senior IPO market strategist at
Renaissance Capital, explained the heightened volatility,
stating, “Trump is the key figure here, so it’s no surprise
that a conviction results in extra volatility as traders re-
assess what that means for the company.” — ANI

Osaka Expo seeks to tap
into youth power to drum
up support for event

The Japan Association for the 2025 World Exposi-
tion is engaging universities, primary, and second-
ary schools to participate in the expo and is utiliz-
ing social media to promote it.

THE organizer of the
2025 World Expo in
Osaka, western Japan,
is tapping into the pow-
er of young people to
drum up public support
and enthusiasm for the
global event, which has
been mired in contro-
versy over its hefty in-
frastructure costs.

The Japan Associ-
ation for the 2025 World
Exposition is rallying
universities and teach-

ers at primary and sec-
ondary schools to partic-
ipate in the expo, which
begins in April next year,
and is making use of
social media to get its
message out.

Osaka’s local gov-
ernments also plan
to conduct tours from
June to October this
year on the site’s grand
roof named the Ring, a
gigantic wooden struc-
ture where visitors can

overlook the expo site
from the rooftop, for jun-
ior high and high school
students who are resi-
dents of or are enrolled
at schools in the pre-
fecture aged between
12 and 17.

“Seeing is believing.
I want leaders of our fu-
ture society to experi-
ence the overwhelming
presence of the Ring,”
Osaka Gov. Hirofumi
Yoshimura told report-

ers.

The Osaka prefec-
tural government is also
planning to invite some
1 million children resid-
ing in the prefecture —
elementary, junior high
and high school students
as well as 4- and 5-year-
olds — to the expo free
of charge.

So far, about 75 per
cent of schools that re-
sponded to a survey by
the prefecture’s board
of education said they
intend to accept the in-
vitation, according to
an interim report of the
survey.

The survey targeted
some 1,900 schools in the
prefecture and received
responses from 1,280 as
of 24 May.

The expo will be held
in Yumeshima, a man-
made island in Osaka Bay,
from 13 April through 13
October 2025. — Kyodo

China approves market entry
of 21 medicines for children

CHINA'S National Medical Products Administration on
Saturday announced that it has approved the market
entry of 21 medicines for children this year, with about
a third being prioritized for accelerated entry.

In recent years, the administration has stepped
up its policy support for the research and develop-
ment (R&D), approval and production of medicines
for children, resulting in market entry approvals for
an increasing number of drugs.

Statistics show that since 2019, the administration
has approved 271 medicines for children.

It has pledged to implement greater preferential
policies to facilitate the review and approval of med-
icines for children, and to intensify the protection of
related intellectual property rights.

Pachuca sink Columbus to win
CONCACAF Champions Cup

MEXICAN side Pachuca won
the CONCACAF Champions Cup
for a sixth time on Saturday af-
ter outclassing Major League
Soccer's Columbus Crew 3-0.
Veteran striker Salomon Ron-
don scored twice either side of
a Miguel Rodriguez effort to
seal a deserved victory at Pa-
chuca's 30,000-capacity Estadio
Hidalgo. Columbus entered the
final in a confident mood after
a superb campaign, which saw
them eliminate Mexican sides
UANL Tigres and Monterrey en
route to Saturday's showpiece.
But the MLS champions were
overwhelmed by a blistering
start from Pachuca, who took
the lead after just 12 minutes
when Venezuelan international
Rondon burst clear of the Co-

lumbus defence and chipped a
deft finish over advancing goal-
keeper Patrick Schulte.

Pachucha thought they had
made it 2-0 moments later when
Oussama Idrissi finished off
another well-worked move that
split the Columbus defence. But
the goal was overturned by ref-
eree Ivan Barton after an inter-
vention from the VAR, which had
spotted a foul in the build-up.

The reprieve was only fleet-
ing for Columbus, however, with
the MLS team struggling to
cope with Pachuca's superior
movement off the ball. Just after
the half-hour mark, Rodriguez
made it 2-0 to the home side,
sweeping home an emphatic
finish after Erick Sanchez's
cross.

Real boss Carlo Ancelotti

said his door remains open
should the 34-year-old have
a change of heart after an-
nouncing the shock decision
last month that he will retire
after representing his country
on home soil at Euro 2024.
The normally unflappable
Kroos had a rare emotive out-
burst as he punched the air
and pointed to the Madrid club
crest when he was replaced
by his long-time comrade
Modric with just a few min-
utes remaining at Wembley.
"He’s finished at the top. It is

not possible to go out better,"
said Ancelotti.

"He is a legend of this club
and obviously we all thank him
for what he has done.

"Not just in his play but
his attitude, his professional-
ism. He never missed a day
in these 10 years. We hope he
changes his mind, we are here
if he does." Kroos' Champions
League haul ended where it
began, by beating Dortmund
at Wembley.

He was a Bayern Munich
player when they won the com-
petition at the home of English
football in 2013, although injury
prevented him from featuring
in the final.

Fresh from helping Ger-
many to win the World Cup
in Brazil, Kroos then joined
Madrid in 2014 and has become
part of a generation that has
marked a second era of Euro-
pean domination for the Span-
ish giants.

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China’s Chang’e-6 lands on moon’s

far side to collect samples

The lander-ascender combination of the Change-6 probe landed
in the South Pole-Aitken (SPA) Basin, a designated landing area.

CHINA'S Chang’e-6 touched
down on the far side of the moon
on Sunday morning, and will
collect samples from this rare-
ly explored terrain for the first
time in human history, the China
National Space Administration
(CNSA) announced.

Supported by the Queqiao-2
relay satellite, the lander-ascend-
er combination of the Chang’e-6
probe successfully landed at the
designated landing area in the
South Pole-Aitken (SPA) Basin.

Chang’e-6 consists of an or-

biter, a returner, a lander and
an ascender. Since its launch
on 3 May this year, it has gone
through various stages such as
Earth-moon transfer, near-moon
braking, lunar orbiting and land-
ing descent. The lander-ascender
combination separated from the
orbiter-returner combination on
30 May said the CNSA.

The landing site is at an im-
pact crater known as the Apollo
Basin, located within the SPA
Basin. The choice was made for
the Apollo Basin’s potential value

of scientific exploration, as well
as the conditions of the landing
area, including communication
and telemetry conditions and
the flatness of the terrain, said
Huang Hao, a space expert from
the China Aerospace Science and
Technology Corporation (CASC).

Huang added that the ter-
rain on the far side of the moon is
more rugged than the near side,
with fewer continuous flat areas.
However, the Apollo Basin is rel-
atively flatter than other areas on
the far side, which is conducive

to landing.

After the landing, the probe
is scheduled to complete sam-
pling within two days. It has
adopted two methods of moon

sampling, which include using a
drill to collect subsurface sam-
ples and grabbing samples on
the surface with a robotic arm.

G7 leaders to vow to promote responsible
use of Al in military field

THE Group of Seven industri-
alized nations will pledge to
promote the responsible de-
velopment and use of artificial
intelligence in the military field
in a joint statement at their
upcoming summit, a diplomatic
source said Sunday.

The source cited a draft
communique expected to be
issued at the G7 leaders’ gath-
ering slated for three days from
13 June in Fasano, southern It-
aly. The draft calls for the wider
use of AI but also underscores
the need to address disinfor-

mation and other risks.
Recognizing AI’s role in
development in societies, the
G7 leaders would vow in the
planned statement to “promote
safe, secure, and trustworthy
AL” while pursuing “an inclu-
sive, human-centered, digital

transformation,” according to
the source.

The move comes as the
world grapples with the rapid
development of generative Al
tools, including the forerun-
ner model ChatGPT, amid fears
that the spread of disinforma-
tion through the misuse of Al
could threaten democracy and
political stability.

In May, the European Un-
ion enacted the world’s first
comprehensive legal frame-
work on Al prohibiting “social
scoring” systems that rank cit-
izens based on a combination
of personal data such as online
and offline behaviors, among
others.

The G7 members will likely
announce the creation of an
action plan on the use of Al in
the workplace for enhanced
productivity and improved
quality of conditions, while also
demanding compliance with
international law when Al is
used for military purposes, the
source said, citing the draft.
